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Chair, Jack Boehm swore in all audience members.





Petitioner





Anthony Shipanik, explained his ongoing business in Crestwood, Il.


He also presented a package to detail the rules of his store (Titled Studio Regulations), which detailed his attention to age requirements, cleanliness, gang or inappropriate symbols etc. 


He works well with state police and current regulatory agencies.





Seems the increase amount of competition in Crestwood after his opening has him looking for a new location. 4 or 5 other tattoo parlors have opened very near his store right after he opened.





Mr. Shipanek, through his many years of experience in this business, seems to also be used as example by tattoo parlors across the country with videos made by him.











The following points were raised by the board and Mr. Shipanek in general discussion





There is no doctor or medical staff on site


Mr Shipanek sterilizes his own equipment with a chemical treatment and a machine known as an “Autoclave” 


It seems that used needles and equipment are disposed of properly. Other paper towels and cleaning supplies, while limited blood is present, are not required to have a bio waste disposal program


People getting Tattoo’s usually spend 15 minutes in the store after it is finished. They do receive an instruction sheet for care. No one leaves bleeding.


Crestwood’s fire department inspects the current tattoo parlor of Mr. Shipanik.


The State of Illinois does not inspect tattoo parlors.


If the village of worth allowed for this, Bruce Zartler mentioned Cook County health inspectors would be able to supervise the following of regulations.


Mr Shipanik also does limited body piercing


The Village currently has no rules or regulation for the supervision of tattoo parlors


Sales taxes and village revenue would be limited as this is mostly a service business.


Mr. Shipanek does feel that his business is a draw for other neighborhood businesses.


Referencing the multi tattoo parlor issue, the suggestion was made that the village may be able to limit the number of parlors we would allow.


Mr Shipanik did explain that hepatitis, AIDS etc, are transferred with hollow needles, tattoo parlors use solid needles. 


The screening of applicants, for age and health concerns is done by a questionnaire.


The inside view of business is completely hidden from any view from the sidewalk. No one under 18 is allowed in the door.





Chairman, Jack Boehm asked for a motion to send a recommendation to the village board to allow tattoo parlors as a special use in B1 Restricted Retail districts and to allow use operation of a tattoo parlor at 11306 S. Harlem.
