Petitioner Issue 2 

Thomas & Kathryn Travis would like to open an E Bay consignment store. People would bring in items, with a minimum value of $35, and the business will list the item on E Bay for 7 days. When sold they take care of all the shipping and collection of money. If items are sold to anyone in Illinois, sales tax is charged. Any sales outside of Illinois are tax free,(at this time).

Questions from board and audience members determined that:

· All items would remain inside the store. Any large items like cars, boats, campers do remain on the property of the actual seller. A contract is used. There will be no items stores outside for sale

· The Thomas’ will use stolen goods lists, from the police department, to match possible items brought into their store.

· They also will offer to be of help to any charitable organization that can use E Bay for fundraising activity.

· Worth presently allows, in its permitted uses for B1, a “Mail order service store”. Which, in effect this will be. Only, with the advent of the Internet, the “mail” is electronic.

· There will be no firearms, weapons, alcohol, cigarettes etc allowed in the store.
