	Village President Keller called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: James Serpico, Karen Milligan, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats, Mary Rhein and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Police Chief Mark Micetich, Village Engineer Mike Spolar, Building Commissioner Bruce Zartler, Finance Director Dwayne Fox and Superintendent of Public Works Wayne Demonbreun.

Pledge of Allegiance


A resident from Nagle asked when Nagle will be repaired it is in terrible condition. President Keller stated that we had plans to fix 13 miles of streets in the next five years but unfortunately home rule did not pass. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that Public Works put stone down temporarily to firm it up; when the asphalt place opens up we will be patching it.

Mike Donovan stated that people avoid traffic on 111th & Ridgeland and use Nagle as a shortcut. He wonders if the timing on the red light could be changed, it is set for 1 minute 45 seconds until it changes. President Keller asked Superintendent Demonbreun to discuss with IDOT and to place signs that state local traffic only and asked Chief Micetich to start enforcing it.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the agenda is to approve a business license application for Charmed Salon located at 10728 S. Harlem, Building Commissioner Zartler asked if this was a salon to begin with the owner stated yes Commissioner Zartler stated that it needs final inspections and the fire department will need to inspect it also. Trustee Serpico asked if there is any construction going on in the building the owner responded that they are painting. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that Dependable Courier is also on the agenda and will hold off until the owner Tom arrives.

President Keller announced a seminar that Cook County Board of Review is conducting seminars to help residents appeal their taxes, April 26th at Thompson & Kuenster Funeral Home located at 5570W. 95th Street at 6:30 p.m. and on May 4th at the Worth Township at 6 p.m. 

President Keller stated that the sales tax referendum that passed on April 5th in order for us to see an increase we had to file an ordinance by April 1, it looks like right now we will not see new revenue until next year. You cannot adopt the ordinance until after the election. President Keller is hoping that we can get special legislation passed that will help us receive the money sooner.

President Keller spoke about a 1% eat in sales tax that could help us until the 1% non home rule sales tax money is received. Trustee Serpico asked what needs to be done to pass the 1% eat in tax, President Keller stated we would need to pass an ordinance. President Keller asked Trustee Milligan to give us her recommendation

Clerk Price stated that on the consent agenda is to approve tag days for the following: Family Outreach May 13 & 14, 2011 and Blue Cap September 30 & October 1, 2011 Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Clerk Price discussed some potential changes to FOIA and that Illinois Municipal League does support these changes. Clerk Price also stated that FOIA and OMA designees are required each year to complete electronic training. 


Trustee Serpico stated that April’s weather has not been good for Water’s Edge Golf Course we are down on rounds of golf and 40% loss of revenue for the month of April. Food and Beverage is doing good. Golf Course is in good shape it recovered well from last year. We have 40 signed contracts for golf outings and 11 others have committed. Water’s Edge is taking reservations for Easter Brunch and Mother’s Day Brunch. Trustee Serpico announced Steak Night will be Tuesday and Friday and will start April 29.

A resident stated that Water’s Edge is the most expensive course around. Trustee Serpico stated that we have many specials and they have card that is great because it is good for 2 for 1. Trustee Serpico asked the resident to speak to an employee regarding the specials.

Trustee Rhein submitted the police report for the month of March.

Trustee Rhein announced the Life Safety Committee meeting on April 20th at 7 p.m. at the Village Hall. Residents are encouraged to attend these meetings.

Trustee Rhein announced we are hosting a health fair on April 30, from 9 – 2 p.m. N.P.F.P.D. will be doing blood pressure screenings and will have the smoke house there to educate children on fire safety.

Steve Werner asked if it was true that the Fairplay was robbed on Friday. Trustee Rhein stated there is an investigation going on so she will only comment that it was robbed.
Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated April 6th in the amount of $115,847.70. Trustee Dziedzic asked about the invoice for Celtic Electric President Keller stated that we will be reimbursed for this from Metra it was a pole that was hit by lighting. Trustee McElroy asked about the invoice for Sensus, Clerk Price stated this is for the water meters. Trustee McElroy asked about the invoice from Amalgamated Bank of Chicago, Finance Director Fox stated that is the paying agent fee for the GO Bond 2009. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $26.572.86. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee McElroy announced that the Economic Development Committee met and they are looking to revamp the community plan, Trustee McElroy stated that the Economic Development Committee will be meeting with a town planner and MVCC to gather some advice regarding the Village of Worth economic development plan at little or no cost to the Village.

Trustee McElroy stated that the newsletter has the Shop Worth “It’s Worth It” card in it and the list of participants. We have 16 participants involved in this at this point. We will try and get more businesses by August.

Trustee McElroy announced that the Worth Chamber will have a table that will be passing out information at the carnival about the businesses in Worth. Please drop them off at the Village Hall and we will pass them out for you, if you have time and would like to volunteer to fill a slot to help with this please contact Trustee Dziedzic or myself.

Trustee McElroy announced Planting Day on May 21 and we are looking for volunteers. We are offering banners they are $200.00 for the first banner and $150.00 for the second banner.

Trustee McElroy announced that St. Marks Church will be doing a community garden this year. If you are interested there is a meeting on May 21 at 9 a.m. at St. Marks Church.

Trustee Kats stated that Public Works is waiting for the asphalt plant to open, we are aware of the conditions of the streets, we are addressing this with Public Works. Trustee Kats announced the chipper will be out and the schedule is in the newsletter.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11-07 Amending Title 11 of the Municipal Code of the Village of Worth that is for the Vehicle Stickers this was to update the prices. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11-08 Imposing a Non Home Rule Municipal Retailers Occupation Tax and Non Home Rule Municipal Service Occupation Tax in the Village of Worth. This ordinance is for the referendum that just passed. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to prepare a resolution to close 111th Street on August 7, 2011 for the Worth Days Parade. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to the approval from the Liquor Commissioner to have a Special Use Permit for liquor at Worth Days Fest for August 5, 6 & 7, 2011. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the agenda is to approve a business license application for Dependable Courier located at 7517 Southwest Highway. Trustee McElroy asked how many trucks he is planning on having. Tom stated 1. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Commissioner Zartler gave an update on the businesses that have put a lot of money in their businesses and decided to stay in our Village. Commissioner Zartler stated that Bar Code has expanded and will do anything that we ask him to do. GO Fitz looks like a downtown lounge, Chieftains recently sold his place in Ireland and in the future is open to possibly taking over another unit, Krapils outdoor patio is beautiful, CVS did some remodeling, Dunkin Donuts did some remodeling, A Center for Martial Arts moved his business and remodeled, Oh Boy Pizza opened up Vics BBQ, we have O’Reillys Auto Parts opening soon, Marios’s has moved his place of business and remodeled and rented a second location where his office is, Mayo Oriental moved to a more visible location. Commissioner Zartler stated these business spent money and expanded and want to stay in Worth.

Motion by Trustee Rhein seconded by Trustee McElroy to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.
