	Village President Keller called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: James Serpico, Karen Milligan, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats, Mary Rhein and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Police Chief Mark Micetich, Village Engineer Mike Spolar, Finance Director Dwayne Fox and Superintendent of Public Works Wayne Demonbreun.

Pledge of Allegiance


Trustee Serpico introduced Jered Wieland from Billy Caspar Golf. The management plans to continue to grow events at the course in 2011. They plan to get more rounds of golf out on the course. Capital investment will be used on the fairways and other projects that will stimulate revenues. Costs continue to increase and we need to find a way so that we do not need to pass these on to the consumers. We will continue to be more efficient and monitor spending. The budget has the bond payment on there along with some facility improvements. We will address the sub soil problems.
Trustee Serpico stated the bond payment that is taken out of the budget is the bond we took out to finish the cart barn and other items when the course was built. 

Paul Siseck asked the board why bee hives are not allowed in Worth. He explained that honey bees do not attack anybody. President Keller stated that this is probably for the safety of your neighbors. Trustee McElroy explained that honey bees are not aggressive and good for people with allergies, local honey is much better for you than foreign honey. Paul Siseck explained that there are 40,000 bees per hive. Trustee Milligan asked where you keep the bees, Paul stated in the yard. Trustee Milligan asked about people that are allergic, Paul stated that he does have the medicine on hand if someone were to get stung and be allergic. President Keller asked how many bees you want to have in your backyard. Paul answered 40,000 which is one hive. President Keller asked what happens in the winter time. Paul stated they stay in their hive. President Keller asked Trustee Dziedzic to work with Trustee Rhein to look into this and get back to the board members.

Dave Emmerick asked if Aldi was moving from Harlem Avenue. President Keller stated yes they are moving to Chicago Ridge Mall and that store will be closing on May 19. Dave asked about the revenue. President Keller stated that we do get some sales tax money from them and we did try to get Aldi to move into the property at 111th and Ridgeland. 

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the agenda is to approve a business license application for Ankit, located at 11015 S. Harlem, Trustee Dziedzic asked if the liquor license was approved. President Keller stated yes everything was returned and approved. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that the next business application is a business registration certificate for ThatsRichRealty located at 6551 W. 112th Street this is for an office only no foot traffic. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

President Keller was happy to report that the 1% non-home rule tax passed and we should start to see some revenue in September. We do need to work with County and our Attorneys.

President Keller asked Clerk Price to read 2 proclamations. Clerk Price read a proclamation for Motorcycle Awareness Month and National Public Safety Telecommunicators Week.

Clerk Price stated that on the consent agenda is to approve tag days for the following: Father Perez Knights of Columbus #1444 September 16, 17 & 18, Marrs Meyer American Legion Poppy Day May 26 and Salvation Army Donut Day June 3 & 4, Red Kettle Campaign November 18th – December 24 outside store fronts. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.


Trustee Serpico stated that Water’s Edge is open for golf. Trustee Serpico announced the opening of the restaurant will be April 10 for full service. Trustee Serpico stated that we hired a new food and beverage manager who will take over the operations, which will give our general manager more time to spend on the golf course. Water’s Edge is taking reservations for Easter and Mother’s Day Brunch. Trustee Serpico announced the start up of Steak Night after Easter, and we have a 3 more fish fries which have been a great success. Trustee Serpico stated that the course and fairways are in good shape.

Trustee Serpico stated that without objection he would like to approve the Water’s Edge budget for 2011-2012. This will be placed on the consent agenda. 

President Keller stated that we have had some vandalism at the half house at Water’s Edge over the winter, he would like to hang some signs offering a reward if the trustees agree. Trustee Rhein asked if the fine would be $500.00. Trustee Serpico stated that it was vandalized more than once. President Keller stated yes. President Keller stated that we are looking into cameras also.

Trustee Rhein submitted the monthly police report. Trustee Rhein announced that Cook County is offering rabies vaccine for a discounted fee there are several in our area in June.

Trustee Rhein asked that the approval of the MCSI agreement be pulled from the consent agenda, the percentage that they will charge us should be negotiated to get a lower fee.

Trustee Rhein stated that she has some questions for Chief Russell on the North Palos Fire Protection District agreement. Trustee Rhein will discuss the procedures and violations on the inspections. Trustee Rhein stated that they have inspected every business in town this past year. Trustee Rhein stated that she will also work with Commissioner Zartler and Trustee Dziedzic.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated April 6 in the amount of $161,250.64. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $26,963.96. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the payroll for the month of in the amount of $175,716.26. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that she would like to direct the attorney to amend the ordinance regarding vehicle stickers. Trustee Milligan stated they were 18 months and will be going to a year. President Keller asked if the fees were going to remain the same. Trustee Milligan stated yes when they were for a year. President Keller stated that seniors that qualify for the circuit breaker program will be free and if they don’t qualify will be $5.00. Trustee Milligan agreed. President Keller did announce the $2.00 discount if purchased in May and the reason for the 18 month sticker was so that we could get the year to begin in the summer months instead of the winter months. 

Trustee Serpico asked about the medical invoice on page 2 and does that reflect the increase. Finance Director Fox stated yes the increase was effective March 1. President Keller asked how much was the increase Finance Director Fox stated 23%.

Trustee McElroy announced an Economic Development Committee on April 14th at the Village Hall.

Trustee McElroy stated that the newsletter has the Shop Worth “It’s Worth It” card in it and the list of participants. This will not cost the resident anything; this offer will be from mid March or April to July. Trustee McElroy stated that we have 14 participants; we do encourage residents to ask businesses that are not participating why and encourage them to sign up. 

Trustee Mcelroy a training program for members through the Southwest Council of Mayors, Trustee McElroy would like to offer this free to the members of the EDC, the seminar cost is $25.00; it is a 2 day training that pertains to zoning and planning.

Trustee McElroy announced Planting Day on May 21 and we are looking for volunteers. The flowers are ordered 

Trustee McElroy announced the upcoming Health Fair that she and Trustee Rhein are working on it will be held on April 30 from 9 a.m. – 2 p.m. at the Village Hall.

Trustee McElroy announced the old street signs are on sale, and are being sold for $25.00 each.

Trustee McElroy thanked Public Works for hanging the banners.

Trustee McElroy announced an upcoming job fair May 17 sponsored by the South Suburban College.

Trustee McElroy announced the “love your bike” sponsored by the Cal Sag Trail on April 9th. This is a good way to promote the bike trail.

President Keller thanked the beautification committee for the wonderful benches that they painted.

Trustee Kats stated the water samples have been tested and safe to drink.
Trustee Kats stated that the number of gallons of water pumped is 1 million per day in the Village of Worth.

Trustee Kats thanked Superintendent Demonbreun for putting up the stop sign on 114th & Nashville, the residents are very grateful. President Keller stated that the resident have been waiting for that stop sign for 8 years. Superintendent Demonbreun stated he was not sure why one was not up there.

Trustee Kats stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt MFT Resolution #11-02 to appropriate the sum of $260,000.00 of Motor Fuel Tax funds for the purpose of maintaining streets and highways under the applicable provisions of the Illinois Highway code from January 1 to December 31, 2011. Trustee Kats stated that unfortunately not all of that money goes to repair streets. It is used for other items. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda

Trustee Kats asked Paula Marr to give an update on Worth days Fest.
Paula Marr stated that she is blessed with the opportunity to help keep Worth Days going. She has contacted Dan and Rob with Spectacular Midways and it is a go and she will have more rides for teens they are going to be set up on the concrete. She received a list of rides to be part of the agreement. Spectacular Midways will be keeping the revenues even. Paula surveyed the kids, teens and parents regarding the rides that they want to see at the fest. Paula stated that she is working with Dave and Patti at the American Legion to for the parade, they are working on a theme and have been exceptional to work with, and Paula will help them try to get bands as that is difficult because the school year has not started. Paula spoke with Brian form Sonic Boom who is now Central State, everything will stay the same. Paula spoke with the Worth Lions and they will be working with raffles and pull tabs they have a license to do that they are looking for anybody that needs help throughout the community and that is where this is going to go. Mr. Dan from the Library will be working on getting teen entertainment. Worth Park District will sponsor kids entertainment in the Kids Zone. Paula would like to focus on teen entertainment. The entertainment will be diverse will cover all we have some younger teen bands that will be placed in between bigger bands, we have a Christian Rock band that will donate their performance they will have a food and shoe drive. Paula stated that she has been working with Chief Micetich regarding security we will have more signs for parking making the neighborhood a little more redirected. Paula announced that Bruce Zartler will be handling the beer garden this year. Barb Dziedzic will be working on Bingo and she is looking for another organization to help with this. Lezley Zubaty will be working with admissions. Paula will be looking for sponsors again and has talked to Bonnie about that. Paula announced Wednesdays for Worth Days this where businesses could donate a portion of their profits on Wednesday to Worth Days. Paula stated that the same company will be doing the port a potties. Paula stated that the web site will be getting up dated with volunteer forms, vendor forms and other information. Wayne was very helpful in getting a layout. Paula hopes to have the entertainment line up very soon. Paula Marr gave out her email address paulamarr@gmail.com and if you have any input or questions please don’t hesitate to contact her. Paula announced a flea market that will be held on June 19 & 26 in the Metra Lot to raise funds for Worth Days, Paula stated that some of the people involved could make it a better place for the craft vendors. Paula also stated that she is looking into a bigger tent in case of bad weather; the tent would hold 1,000 people and is like the one at Oak Fest. Paula thanked the Worth Reporter for helping. Trustee Kats stated that this takes many hors to so this and he thanked Paula for stepping forward and doing this. Paula stated that there is a lot that we could be doing in this small town and keep this fest growing. Trustee Dziedzic asked if the carnival will be on the asphalt for sure. Paula stated yes Dan and Rob will meet with her onsite to come up with a layout. 

President Keller stated that Trustee Dziedzic will be the trustee liaison for Worth days. 

Trustee Kats stated that the Allied Waste is asking for an extension and offering us a 0 percent increase through October 2011, they will also hold the line on increases if the cost of diesel fuel stays below $4.23 per gallon on the second Monday of August reporting date as per the Department of Energy then they will continue to hold the price at $20.38. If the unit price of fuel exceeds $4.23 then the price will increase by 2% to $20.79 on October 1, 2011. The garbage industry is running in the 6% CPI. Trustee Kats stated everything will stay the same. Trustee Kats stated that this is on the consent agenda.

President Keller asked if we pay for salt out of our MFT funds. Engineer Spolar stated yes. President Keller stated that we will be mixing salt with sand for next winter to save some money.

Resident asked about some missing street signs. President Keller stated that we are replacing them, we have received a $5,000.00 grant from a business owner for this project and we are selling the old ones which helps offset the costs.

Trustee Kats stated that Crowley Sheppard will be opening soon for hot patch.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11-05 approving a variance for the property located at 7225 Southwest Highway. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11-06 Amending section 3-6-6, Licensing Classifications, Fees, Number Issued, of Title 3, Business Regulations, of the Worth Municipal Code. This is to reduce the number of liquor license one form Sandpiper and 1 from Busseans. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic spoke about pet tags and to possibly remove this from the code book. Trustee Rhein stated that Section A will need to stay. Trustee McElroy asked about what County requires. Trustee Rhein stated you are required to keep your have your pets updated rabies vaccines. Trustee McElroy asked how many purchased tags. President Keller stated about 20% of the pet owners purchased tags. The pet tags were $3.00 and we have to purchase the tags.
Trustee Dziedzic stated that we will need to get port a potties for the flea markets held on June 19 & 26.

Trustee Dziedzic Cruise nights on Monday weather permitting at the Water’s Edge Golf course parking lot. 

Motion by Trustee Rhein seconded by Trustee Serpico to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.
