	President Keller called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: Mary Werner, Jim Serpico, Mary Rhein, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats, and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Village Attorney Burt Odelson, Police Chief Mark Micetich, Building Commissioner Bruce Zartler, and Finance Director Dwayne Fox 

Pledge of Allegiance




Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to approve a new business Severe Storm Restoration located at 11336 S. Natoma for office use only. Jeff Joyce stated that there would not be any foot traffic or vehicles. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

President Keller had no report.

Clerk Price stated that she had spoke with John Zawaski regarding holding a softball tournament at the recreation area on 115th Street. He would like to hold off until next Spring so that he has more time to prepare for the tournament. We would need to get permission from MWRD and the local Liquor Commissioner for approval to sell beer. All of the proceeds would be donated to Park Lawn.

Clerk Price asked the board for permission for Tom Zimmer to use the baseball field at 115th Street on Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays from now until the end of October. Tom Zimmer would also like to do some maintenance on the field. Attorney Odelson stated to make sure they have insurance and Village of Worth is named as additional insured.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated August 16 in the amount of $214,129.04. Trustee McElroy asked about the com ed bill and should we look into another company like some of our other accounts are with. Clerk Price stated that the company had looked into the other buildings and it would not be a savings for us to switch those accounts. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $110,525.83. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner announced the Life Safety Committee meeting will meet on August 17th at 7 p.m.

Trustee Serpico stated that we had a person caught trespassing on the golf course, there was some damage done to the course. The month of July was down from budget numbers with the extreme heat and rain it affected the rounds. Trustee Serpico stated the course is recovering well from the heat and rain. Trustee Serpico stated that the pile of brush by the maintenance building will be chipped, the golf course is waiting to use the public works chipper. Trustee Dziedzic asked what time do they begin to do maintenance on the course. Trustee Serpico stated around 
4:30 a.m.

Trustee Rhein submitted the Police report for the month of July the police logged 13, 246 miles and had 744 requests for police.

Trustee Rhein stated that President Keller, Attorney Odelson, Finance Director Fox myself met with some members of the school district to work on an agreement regarding the crossing guard program, after 2 meetings and much discussion it was agreed upon to split the cost of the crossing guard program and to have 2 crossing guards at 111th & Harlem, 2 at 111th & Oak Park, 1 at 112th & Oak Park, 1 at 112th & New England, 1 at 111th & Oketo and 1 at Worthwoods School, the discussion was to have a 5 year agreement. The Village of Worth will manage the program and the scheduling of the crossing guards. Trustee Rhein stated that we would have liked to have had this settled earlier, school is starting soon. President Keller announced that we have applied for safe routes to school grants we applied for $220,000.00 which would allow us to put in sidewalks, signage and lights. Trustee Dziedzic asked what the estimated cost is. Trustee Rhein stated it is on the base salary and would be about $24,000.00. Attorney Odelson stated that in another municipality that he represents they are being sued because of the crossing guard program, they have eliminated the program all together. Attorney Odelson asked Clerk Price to look into the liability insurance for the program now that we have partnered up with the school. 

Trustee McElroy Trustee McElroy asked if we will need to pay unemployment for any of the crossing guards, President Keller stated no they will be in the alternate pool. Trustee Dziedzic stated that he would like to see a 3 year contract. The Village board thanked Trustee Rhein and stated that they are ok with the agreement.

Resident Kevin Ryan asked the board if they have entertained the idea to notify the school that the Village is omitting the crossing guard program. Kevin stated that they have given 2 employees $20,000. Raises. Kevin also stated that when he was in school they had student crossing guards.

Nick Stathoplous asked why the parents can’t help with crossing the children.

Attorney Odelson stated that we have become a partner with the school for this program.

Trustee McElroy stated that Worth Days went smoothly and thanked the staff for their help.

Trustee McElroy announced the Economic Development Committee meeting for August 25th at 7 p.m. to be held at Chieftains, at this meeting we will be discussing Oktoberfest. Trustee McElroy announced that the EDC will be meeting with Trinity the 1st week of September.
Trustee McElroy has drafted a letter to Metra and Congressman Lipinski regarding Metra cutting its services.

Trustee McElroy stated that the bridal show that was held at Water’s Edge was very well attended. 

Trustee McElroy stated that at the last beautification meeting they discussed a volunteer a pot program and the watering and the maintenance would be up to the volunteer. 

Trustee Kats announced that 114th Street is progressing. Trustee Kats stated that the paving of Nagel is done and it looks great. Trustee Kats stated that Public Works is addressing pot holes at this time.

Drew Sernus stated that Nagle is nice, will public works be putting a stone shoulder down. Trustee Kats replied yes.

Trustee Dziedzic discussed the donation boxes and would like feedback from trustees. Trustee Dziedzic stated that some municipalities outlaw them all together others you need to get a permit for them. Trustee McElroy would like to see a permit and a fee for the donation boxes. Trustee Rhein asked about a limit on the number of boxes. Trustee Dziedzic would like to see a permit to the property owner and they would be responsible. Trustee Kats agrees with Trustee Dziedzic. Trustee Dziedzic will pursue donation boxes with regulations and have the attorney prepare an ordinance.

Trustee Dziedzic thanked all the volunteers that helped with Worth Days. 
Trustee Rhein thanked Bruce Zartler for his time in the beer garden.

Motion by Trustee Rhein seconded by Trustee McElroy to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.
