	President Keller called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: Mary Werner, Jim Serpico, Mary Rhein, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Police Chief Marty Knolmayer, Engineer Mike Spolar, Superintendent Wayne Demonbreun, Building Commissioner Bruce Zartler, and Finance Director Dwayne Fox.

Pledge of Allegiance

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to approve several businesses. Trustee Dziedzic asked that we remove Friends Café located at 7117 W. 111th Street and Mediderrano located at 7011 W. 111th Street. 

Trustee Dziedzic stated that S&S Auto Center, Inc. located at 11101 S. Harlem has a new owner. Without any objection. This will be placed on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that Frankfort Auto Sales & Service located at 6445 W. 111th Street is requesting a business license. Terry stated that she has 22 spaces to sell cars. Commissioner Zartler asked if they will be servicing the cars or washing the cars. The owner stated no to service possibly washing the cars. Commissioner Zartler stated the building is not set up for washing cars. President Keller asked if they would be willing to change the name of the business to Frankfort Auto Sales, Terri stated it is a corporation name but the sign could say Frankfort Auto Sales. Without any objection. This will be placed on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that Suzanne’s Convenient Store located at 10533 Southwest Highway is requesting a business license. The owner stated that she will be in the end unit 10533 Southwest Highway. Trustee Dziedzic stated that she will need to meet with the liquor commissioner. President Keller stated that no synthetic marijuana will be sold there and no smoking inside. President Keller asked for her to meet with Chief Knolmayer. Commissioner Zartler stated that she will need permits for any work that is going to be done. Without any objection. This will be placed on the consent agenda.

Amy owner of Friends Café spoke to the board regarding her business she would like it to be a small sports bar with an outside area to smoke hookahs. Amy stated that there wills no smoking inside; the building is 1,860 sq feet. President Keller stated that the State law is no smoking 15’ from the door. Amy stated the patio will be left open.
Trustee Dziedzic stated the patio is 32’x12’ and the number of parking spaces is not enough for the number of people. You need more parking. Amy stated that she will be able to use parking next door that she has been given permission from the owner of the building. Commissioner Zartler stated that by Village ordinance we cannot count those spaces for the needed number of parking spaces you need. You would need to get a variance from the Real Estate Development Board for a variance. Trustee Dziedzic asked about the restrooms, Commissioner Zartler stated she will need to have male and female and they would need to be ADA accessible. Trustee Rhein asked about the sales tax number and the EIN. Amy stated that once the business is approved she will apply for them. 

President Keller announced that AT&T has given him several copies of a DVD The Last Text and if any resident would like to watch this with their family after the meeting please take one and share with your neighbors. President Keller stated that it is real life events. 

Rocco Carioto asked Friends Café if they are related or affiliated with the other Friends Café. The owner Amy stated no she came up with the name from the program Friends.

Clerk Price stated that on the consent agenda is the approval to increase the Metra fees from $1.00 to $1.25. Clerk Price did state that Chicago Ridge is at a $1.00. Trustee Kats asked if it is necessary to increase the fee. Finance Director Fox stated it cost money to maintain the lot. He stated that the cash flow is decreasing in the Metra fund and in a few years it will be zero if we do not increase the daily fee. Clerk Price stated that she will contact Metra of our intentions to increase the daily fee. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Al Buitenwerf asked when this would be effective. Finance Director Fox stated that this will be effective no later than February 1, 2012. President Keller stated that we will notify commuters and post signs.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated December 6 in the amount of $264,617.05. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of 31,068.01. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated the Life Safety Committee Meeting for December 21 at 7 p.m. will be cancelled due to a lack of a quorum.
Trustee Werner stated that Clerk Price and I have been working on dates for Worth Days it will be either the first or second weekend in August. We are looking for carnival companies.

Clarence asked if we had a loan with Private Bank that is due December 31, 2011. Finance Director Fox stated yes and we paid it off early.

Trustee Serpico stated that we had 25 golfers on Sunday. 

Trustee Serpico announced Steak Night at Water’s Edge Golf Course on Friday night. Starting in January Friday night will be Fish Fry at the Water’s Edge.

Trustee Serpico stated that on the consent agenda is to approve the expenditure and authorize the Village President to execute the lease agreement for the golf carts, they should be delivered this week. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Rhein submitted the Police report for November, the police department logged 10,867 miles in November and calls for service 780, and 98 calls for E 911.

Trustee Rhein stated Officer Cozzi and Officer Pirtle finished training and are out on the streets working on their own, we will have an extra person on the shift.

Officer Luburich and Niedorowski have graduated from the Academy and will be starting there 12 weeks of Field training.

Trustee Rhein announced that several board members have received text and emails that ask for information regarding bank accounts. This information should never be given to anybody this is a scam. Chief Knolmayer stated that you should not be afraid to say no when somebody is asking for personal information. 

Al Buitenwerf said that he received an email from Comcast that was asking for personal information when he called Comcast and asked they explained they did not send out that email.

Trustee McElroy stated that the Economic Development Commission will meet on January 12. Trustee McElroy also announced that businesses can advertise on our web page and if they would like they can drop off flyers or coupons to the Village Hall for a packet that the Economic Development Committee is working on.

Trustee Kats submitted the water report for November and the water is safe for consumption.

Trustee Kats stated that the water rates will go up January 1. Chicago has raised the water rates 25% and we will need to pass this onto the residents.

Trustee Kats has had some residents ask why we are salting when it is dry. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that is pre salting. Trustee Kats stated that we can salt and it does not require any overtime. The employees salt early. 

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11- 34 which is the 2011 Property Tax Levy Ordinance. Trustee Dziedzic stated that on page 2 it should be Fire Protection Services not Fire Chief. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11-35 An ordinance prohibiting the use of groundwater as a potable water supply by the installation or use of potable water supply wells or any other method at or within the area of the Village of Worth that is designated on Exhibit A attached hereto and made part hereof.
Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Clarence asked for the location on this ordinance. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that it is outside the Village limits it is the Shell gas station but does impact a little portion of our town. It will be monitored and will protect any possibility of contaminating any round water in that area. It goes from 111th to 112th Street. Trustee McElroy asked by designating this area in the ordinance will residents be notified of this. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that we should notify the residents in that area, if we come across anything when we have a main break.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11-36 An ordinance approving an environmental indemnification agreement by and between Equilon Enterprises, LLC D/B/A Shell Oil Products and the Village of Worth, Cook County, Illinois. 
Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda. 

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11-37 An Ordinance Creating the Position of Deputy Chief in the Village of Worth. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11-38 An ordinance approving an environmental indemnification agreement by and between Equilon Enterprises, LLC D/B/A Shell Oil Products and the Village of Worth, Cook County, Illinois (7201 Southwest Highway). Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.


Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11-39 An Ordinance prohibiting the use of groundwater as a potable water supply by the installation or use of potable water supply wells or any other method at or within the area of the Village of Worth that is designated on Exhibit A attached hereto and made part hereof (7201 Southwest Highway. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee McElroy asked about other sites in our town. President Keller stated no not unless we know of a spill at that site. Trustee Kats stated that any spill over 25 gallons needs to be reported.

Trustee Dziedzic asked if anybody needs community service please contact me to help with Neighbor in Need Program.

Finance Director Fox stated that on the consent agenda is to approve the expenditure not to exceed $75,000.00 to purchase Harris MSI Municipal Software. Finance Director Fox stated that our current system is very old and archaic; the new system will be more efficient and save time. It will also keep track of our tickets which will save on collection fees. The yearly maintenance will save us about $3,000.00 per year. It will pay for itself in 5-10 years. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Motion by Trustee Rhein seconded by Trustee McElroy to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.
