	President Keller called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: Mary Werner, Jim Serpico, Mary Rhein, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Police Chief Marty Knolmayer, Engineer Mike Spolar, Superintendent Wayne Demonbreun, Building Commissioner Bruce Zartler, Village Attorney Mike McGrath and Finance Director Dwayne Fox.

Pledge of Allegiance


President Keller announced an appointment to be approved. The appointment is for Mark Micetich as Deputy Chief of Police. Trustee Rhein stated that Lieutenant Micetich was hired in the Village of Worth in 1992, Lieutenant Micetich was promoted to Sergeant in January of 2004 and to Lieutenant in December of 2006. Lieutenant Micetich has received numerous awards and commendations through out his career. President Keller asked Clerk Price to administer the official oath. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda. 

Todd Schroeder presented the Worth Firefighters Pension Actuary Report. Todd stated that the rate of return on assets is 5½%. The contribution requirement is $158,059.00. The census is 11 members that applied for reciprocity, when the department of insurance did the actuary last year they used 4 members. Trustee Kats asked about funding, Todd Schroeder stated that the pension is funded at 62%.
Finance Director Fox stated that the disadvantage for this pension vs. others is there is only two ways to fund it, Village of Worth contribution and how it earns its money (asset returns) there are no firefighter contributions. This fund is more sensitive to the market.

President Keller thanked the members of the fire pension board for serving on the board.

The students from Trinity Christian College gave a presentation of the results of the survey. Linda Young stated that they created a survey, implemented the survey and analyzed the survey. They asked 20 questions and the goal was to receive 1,000 surveys back the response rate was 206. The survey showed that for new businesses the residents that completed the survey would like to see restaurants and entertainment, the survey also showed that the residents feel the local government is doing an average job of promoting the businesses, the survey also would like to see sign improvements, as for the dining scene residents felt there are very few sit down restaurants and that they do go elsewhere, 29%of the residents that were surveyed would like Worth to be more like Palos Heights the other residents that were surveyed suggested Oak Lawn, Chicago Ridge and Crestwood.

Trustee McElroy asked for a paper copy of the report.

President Keller announced the Southwest Conference of Mayors Municipal Expo to be held on February 25th, 2012. Vendors and Elected Officials are invited.

President Keller stated that at the Southwest Conference of Mayors meeting they discussed the Chicago Water Rates increasing by 25% and that Chicago has is just now putting meters into the residents homes they were giving free water. Beginning January 1 the Toll way Authority will be charging more for the tolls, the 83rd Street toll with an I-Pass will go from .40 - .75, without an I-pass it will go from .80-$1.50, this is for one toll.

President Keller stated that Cook County is going to continue the graffiti removal program which is good news. 

President Keller stated that Schroeders is going to put up a green house and will start selling plants and shrubs. This is good for our town. This will be ready for the Spring.

Rocco Carioto asked for the details of the Municipal Expo, President Keller stated it will be held at the Belvedere Chateau in Palos Hills and there is no charge for municipal officials so that he could probably get in for free. 

Clerk Price asked that the Metra fees and convenient parking be removed form the agenda. Clerk Price discussed the Metra permit parking at the commuters would need to purchase the permit form the Village Hall we would be responsible for printing the permits and they would receive parking in a certain area so we would need to keep those spaces available. The other item is increasing the daily fee to $1.25. Clerk Price did state that Chicago Ridge is at a $1.00. Trustee Kats asked if it is necessary to increase the fee. Finance Director Fox stated it cost money to plow, clean and upkeep the landscaping. He stated that the cash flow is decreasing in the Metra fund and in a few years it will be zero if we do not increase the daily fee. Clerk Price contacted Metra and if the board approves the increase we need to write a letter to Metra with our intentions. 

Al Buitenwerf explained that the fare is cheaper to ride the train from Worth than Palos Heights. 
President Keller asked Clerk Price to read a proclamation proclaiming the month of December as Drunk and Drugged Driving Prevention month in the Village of worth.

Clerk Price asked President Keller if he would like to keep the agenda item to approve and authorize President Keller to execute the Memorandum of Understanding between the Village of Worth and Police Chief Knolmayer. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated December 6 in the amount of $219,706.49. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $30,498.06. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner announced the upcoming Life Safety Committee Meeting to be held on December 21 at 7 p.m. at the Village Hall. All are invited.

Trustee McElroy stated that the Economic Development Commission will meet on December 8th at Blackwood Bar & Grill. 

Trustee McElroy stated that she and Trustee Dziedzic sent out letters to Mario’s Catering and Atotonilco thanking the business owners for the nice job with remodeling and fixing up their businesses.

Mike Spolar, Engineer for Robinson Engineering went over the CDBG program and discussed the last phase of Lloyd Drive, Mike Spolar stated that the Village of Worth has received $450,000.00 for the improvements of Lloyd Drive. Trustee Kats asked what is the projection for the last phase Mike Spolar stated the CDBG funds will be $150,000.00, we have $14,000.00 to rollover and we will have to use money from MFT. He also stated that we will need to apply for the next project in February of 2013.

Trustee Kats submitted the water report and the water is safe for consumption.

Trustee Kats stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the sale of leaf vacuum. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that the leaf vacuum needed some work.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt ordinance 11-30 amending Title 1 of the Village Code of the Village of Worth. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt ordinance 11-31 Amending Section 7-4-1 Water Rates of Title 7 Public Ways and Property of Chapter 4 Water and Wastewater Service Rates and Charges of the Municipal Code of the Village of Worth. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt ordinance 11-32 Amending Regulations Regarding Donation Boxes and Recycling Boxes for the Village of Worth. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda. 

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt ordinance 11-33 Providing for the Issuance of not to Exceed $1,010,000 General Obligation Limited Bonds, Series 2011 (2012), of the Village of Worth, Cook County, Illinois and for the Levy of Direct Annual Tax Sufficient to Pay the Principal and Interest on Said Bonds. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that he would like some feedback from the other trustees regarding adopting an ordinance on vacant properties, this ordinance would address registration fees, inspections, fees for certain services.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that the developer that owns the property at 110th & Harlem has reduced the number of units from 8 to 6 townhomes. The developer will giving plans to the building commissioner. Trustee Dziedzic asked the board if they agree to continue with this development they all agreed with the 6 units. Trustee Dziedzic and President Keller will meet with Sam the developer. 

Trustee Dziedzic stated that he received a call from Duane at Graff Gardens he was asking about agricultural zoning for his property, with this zoning he would be able to save 67% on his property taxes. Trustee Dziedzic stated he spoke with our Village Attorney and he also did some research with Cook County, we have nothing on our books regarding this zoning. Trustee Serpico asked why he would want this. Trustee Werner stated that in Will County you would need to farm the property and need a certain amount of acres for this. Trustee Dziedzic advised Duane to contact Cook County.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that Phil McKrackens would like to expand the outdoor patio to 25’ x 25’ they have purchased an awning and would like to cover the patio. President Keller stated that when it was Magillas we had to approve the patio and this was our maximum size this would take up more parking spaces. Trustee Rhein stated that this would take up too much parking. President Keller sated that Bruce’s concern is the size of the awning. The board does not want to see the patio enlarged. 

Kevin Ryan asked how many parking spaces would this take up; Trustee Dziedzic stated 5 or more.

Motion by Trustee Rhein seconded by Trustee McElroy to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.
