ADJOURNMENT

	Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: James Serpico Mary Rhein, Karen Milligan, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats, and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Police Chief Mark Micetich, Village Engineer Mike Spolar and Superintendent of Public Works Wayne Demonbreun.

Pledge of Allegiance


Dan Daley from Connor & Gallagher spoke about the March 1 renewal for Medical, Dental and Life. Dan stated that the medical renewal rates are 21.3% higher, contributed to trend which is pure inflation, benefit program, demographic adjustments and change in risk, the change in risk tells us you had claims. The majority of risk is done in a pooled environment. The dental is a modest increase of $300.00 for the year for all employees. The life insurance is in the middle of a 2 year rate guarantee so no increase this year. Dan stated that healthcare reform changes beginning January 1, 2011 is the elimination of the $5,000,000 lifetime benefit maximum is unlimited and the elimination of lifetime and annual benefit limits on essential health benefits. President Keller stated that increase means about $74,000.00. President Keller also asked about a surrounding community that has Blue Cross/Blue Shield there rates went up 2%, Dan Daly stated that the size of the group matters and your experience does matter. Under your program we are pooled and a change of risk factors and demographics. Theses rates increase are coming form BCBS. Trustee Kats asked how they justify 21% increases. Dan Daly stated there are some constraints of who we can deal with and the alternatives that are out there. Trustee Kats asked about combining and getting the 150, Dan Daly stated right now that is occurring but with Blue Cross Blue Shield groups, if you do that the other groups may leave because it is increasing at renewal time. Trustee Kats states that this increase is tough for our Village. Dan explained we do not know what there increase was last year. Trustee Serpico asked if Dan Daly could see what the increase have been in the other town. President Keller stated that we will look into this. Trustee Kats asked if we could look into this differently next year.

Mr. Dave Lipinski stated that Mayor Bilder and that board had voted stating that residents could walk on the golf course as long as there were no golfers. President Keller will talk to the attorney. Trustee Serpico stated that we have signs that trespassers will get a $750.00 fine. Trustee Rhein believes that should be in an ordinance. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that there is a no trespassing ordinance. Mr. Lipinski stated that this was talked about when they were talking about the bonds. Trustee Kats stated that if we open it up how will we keep the vandalism down and how do we patrol it. Trustee Kats stated that there is a walking path for residents. Trustee Serpico worries about kids getting hurt in the ponds.

Rocco Carioto stated that could lead to trips and falls and they could sue the Village, I am in favor making an ordinance prohibiting it. President Keller stated we have 2 miles of beautiful paved paths that you can walk on.

Mr. Buitenwerf thanked the public works department for doing a wonderful job with the snow removal, and he also discussed residents that place snow in front of other homes. 

President Keller stated that we have a crew of 4 employees in public works and he was in Chicago the next day and that our public works did a great job. Trustee Kats and Trustee Rhein stated that in Oak Lawn nothing had been done even at 5 p.m. the next day, They thanked Superintendent Demonbreun and his employees for a great job.

Mr. Chelboun stated that last Thursday his garbage man told him that the items that go in the blue containers must be in bags. Mr. Chelboun stated that he had some loose material and the garbage man was very rude to him, Mr. Chelboun stated that apparently he had some dust in his container and it got in his face. Mr. Chelboun called Allied and they told him they want him to bag everything in the container, that you cannot have loose material in the container. President Keller stated that we will look into this and nobody should be talked to like that. Trustee Kats asked when this happened. Trustee Kats stated that he will follow up on this. 

Karen Bruck stated that she is a 14 year resident of Chicago Ridge and former resident of Worth. Karen is a volunteer for the American Cancer Society. She spoke about the Relay for life of Palos Worth/Ridge which will take place on June 11 & 12, 2011 at Shepard High School. She invited all to attend, donate or get a relay team together to participate in this event. Karen explained that there is entertainment and fundraising going on, she spoke about the survivors lap, and the kids area Karen announced that there will be a meeting on February 24 at Shepard High School. Karen explained that the money that is raised stays in our community, it provides rides to treatment and wigs. President Keller asked Karen to drop off banners and posters for us to put up in the Village, like we did last year. 

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the agenda is a new business Tybycik located at 10804 S. Natchez. They will be selling authentic Polish clothing. President Keller asked about foot traffic, Trustee Dziedzic stated it is by appointment and phone, he explained no semi trucks.

President Keller announced 2 new appointments to the Economic Development Committee, Maria Webster and Kevin Ryan. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Serpico stated that the golf course and driving range will be open this Friday weather permitting. The Water’s Edge employees will be delivering the door hangers to each home this week promoting breakfast and other specials. Trustee Serpico announced that Water’s Edge is looking for a kitchen manager to oversee the restaurant, the cook and the waitresses. Trustee Serpico thanked Commissioner Zartler for fixing the hot water tank at the Water’s Edge.

Trustee Rhein submitted the January Police Department monthly report. Trustee Rhein announced the Life Safety meeting on February 16 at the Village Hall at 7 p.m. all are welcome to attend. Trustee Rhein reminded residents that this is mating season for coyotes and foxes they come out during the day. Trustee Rhein stated that when her husband is out getting the paper in the morning and driving around town he is seeing a lot of coyotes and the Koester’s reported seeing them over on Oketo. Keep an eye on small animals and make noise if you see one, most of the time this will scare them away, keep your yard well lit. Palos Park had a trapper come and talk to residents and Chicago is seeing more coyotes around. Trustee Rhein stated they do tend to eat the small rodents which help us out. 

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated February 1 in the amount of $74,261.62 and the bill list dated February 15th in the amount of $81,663.65, Trustee Milligan asked that the invoice from GlobalCom and Morgan Birge be removed from the bill list. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $27,562.37. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval for the payroll for the month of January in the amount of $206,657.50. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that at the March 1 meeting we will discuss vehicle stickers.

Trustee McElroy spoke about the Shop Worth “It’s Worth It” Card. Trustee McElroy stated the Worth It Card can be cut from the Village news letter and be used at local businesses that have signed up to offer discounts or incentives. This will not cost the resident anything; this offer will be from mid March or April to July. The Economic Development Committee will debut something bigger at Worth Days in August.

Trustee McElroy stated the Economic Development Committee is meeting on February 24 at Krapils at 7 p.m. all businesses are invited. She also announced that businesses have the opportunity to advertise on our Village web page. Trustee McElroy announced that we are moving forward with the start up of the new Worth Chamber, all businesses are encouraged to join.

Trustee McElroy announced the colors for the planters for 2011 beautification committee has chosen purple and gold. The purple flowers will be in the hangers and yellow marigolds in the large pots. Businesses are also encouraged to use these colors. Clean up day is May 21. 

Trustee McElroy worked on a brochure with Superintendent Demonbreun regarding our water for Illinois EPA and that is also on the Village web site.

Trustee McElroy announced that Jim Reilly’s ham fest radio club will have a 24 hour event at the recreation area on June 25th; they will provide an insurance certificate to the Village of Worth. They have sent in there application to the Village and they have spoke with Superintendent Demonbreun, President Keller asked if they will be setting up tents, Trustee McElroy stated they will use the pavilion the attendance will be around 40 people. Superintendent Demonbreun stated they stay awake and they will set up four antennas. All are welcome to attend. 

Trustee McElroy announced O’Reillys Auto Parts store will be going in the old Mattress World store, they will be up and running in about 3 months..

Resident Lezley Zubaty asked about the banners program and if they will go back up in Spring. Trustee McElroy stated yes and we are going to open that program back up.

Trustee McElroy stated that she attended the Harlem Avenue Corridor meeting. The team will come to the March 1 meeting and give update.

Trustee Kats submitted the water report and stated the water is safe for consumption. Trustee Kats thanked the public works employees for the great job with snow removal. 

Trustee Kats stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Resolution 11-01 CDBG 2011 Program Lloyd Drive Phase 111 Improvements in the amount of $200,000. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Kats asked about the Spring Carnival. Trustee Kats talked with Spectacular Midways and they are looking at April 28-May 1. President Keller asked where the profits go, Trustee Kats stated the profits go into the general fund. Trustee Rhein asked if it was a 3 or 4 day event last year, she would like to have that information.

Trustee Kats stated that on the consent agenda is to approve the expenditure in the amount of $134.40 per month to Portable John for the Worth Boat Launch. Trustee Kats stated they kept the same price as last year. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11-02 Amending Title 3 “Business Regulations” Chapter 6 “Liquor Regulations” of the Worth Municipal Code of the Village of Worth, Cook County, Illinois Establishment of Class H License. Trustee Dziedzic stated that this license that applies to beer and wine only. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11-04 Amending Section 5-2-3 of the Municipal Code of the Village of Worth, Cook County, Illinois. Clerk Price stated that this is for REDB the Village board had appointed a new member making the membership go form 7 to 8 and this ordinance reflects the change. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Motion by Trustee Rhein seconded by Trustee McElroy to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.
