	Village President called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: James Serpico Mary Rhein, Karen Milligan, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats, and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Finance Director Dwayne Fox, Police Chief Mark Micetich, Village Engineer Mike Spolar and Superintendent of Public Works Wayne Demonbreun.

Pledge of Allegiance


President Keller introduced 35th District State Representative Bill Cunningham. State Representative Cunningham announced his 2 offices one at 104th & Western Avenue and the second office will be located in the Green Hills Library. 

Kevin Ryan asked about the blue truck on Lode off of Oak Park that has 15 tickets on it. President Keller stated that Chief Micetich will look into this. 

Rocco Carioto asked Representative Cunningham if the legislature has any plans on appealing the tax increase. Representative Cunningham stated that getting the cost controls is important so that it could be made temporary.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the agenda is a new business Worth PC and Gaming located at 6615 W. 111th Street.

President Keller stated that on the consent agenda is to approve a request from Marrs Meyer American Legion Post 991 to hold 4 outdoor Summer Music Festivals on June 25, July 23, August 27, and September 24 from 7 – 11 p.m. and to block off the streets on both sides of the Legion Hall. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Resident Steve Werner asked if the dates change for the music fest is that alright with the board. President Keller stated to give the new dates so that we can notify the police department and public works department.


Clerk Price stated that on the consent agenda is to approve tag days for Worth Athletic Association for April 8, 9 & 10, 2011. This will be for the intersections that are in Worth and Worth Athletic Association will need to get approval from the businesses to tag at storefronts. President Keller asked the age of the volunteers that can tag, Clerk Price responded that they need to be 18 on the street. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Clerk Price also stated that she received correspondence from Stagg Music Boosters asking to place a sign announcing a craft show they are holding in March. The sign will be placed at 111th & Harlem in front of the post office during the weeks of February 21 through March 20.


Trustee Serpico stated that the roof top unit at Water’s Edge had the heat exchangers replaced and needed some other repairs the cost was a little over $8,000.00 and this will be good for at least 6 years.. Water’s Edge is continuing with the daily breakfast specials, Tuesday steak night has been postponed and will begin again in March, Friday fish fries and Sunday brunch are doing good and will continue. Trustee Serpico stated that the Water’s Edge grounds department has been thinning out the dense woods. Trustee Serpico stated that door hangers and mailers will be going out regarding specials.
Trustee Rhein submitted the December Police Department monthly report, the police department logged 8,399 miles, responded to 517 requests for police services and received 98 E-911 calls.

Trustee Rhein announced the Life Safety meeting on January 19 at the Village Hall at 7 p.m. all are welcome to attend.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list in the amount of $158,001.03. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $18,799.88. Trustee McElroy asked about eliminating the GPS on the carts at the golf course. Trustee Serpico stated that Billy Casper is looking into this Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval for the payroll for the month of December in the amount of $308,413.98. Trustee Milligan stated that December had 3 payrolls. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.


Trustee McElroy stated the Economic Development Committee is meeting on January 20 at Sandpiper at 7 p.m. all businesses are invited. She also announced that businesses have the opportunity to advertise on our Village web page.

Trustee Kats thanked the public works employees for helping the Village out for all there hard work and switching hours. Trustee Kats also thanked Superintendent Demonbreun and Assistant Superintendent Urban for all there hard work and for working on the scheduling. 

Trustee Kats stated that Trustee McElroy, Superintendent Demonbreun and I had a Worth Days Committee meeting to see where we are at with Worth Days we met with Paula Marr regarding Worth Days and we want to let the board know where we are at. Trustee McElroy shared some of the ideas with the board, moving forward we would like the board to appoint Paula as the commissioner or head contact of the committee, she would overseeing the entire festival, she would be the go to person. We are looking for all of the information to go through Mayor Keller that way the board members could give there input. Paula has a plan to bring the community organizations to Worth Days similar to what Ridge Fest does. Paula Marr stated that she has been a resident since 2001 and she is trying to give back to the town and to the different entities. Worth is a friendly village. Paula has been a musician for 25 years. Paula feels like the community can take it over, and they would benefit their organization, Paula stated that the finances could help a project in the Village such as the crossing guards or the street in front of the school. Paula stated that she has been working closely with Joe Kos from Oak Forest he will stand by and if I have problems will help me, the goal will be to keep the trustees helping and I will get other people to help on the committees. Paula stated that she wants to keep it going. Paula thanked everybody for allowing her to do this. President Keller stated that Worth Days will be August 5, 6 & 7. Paula Marr stated that the committee will have opinions on when the fireworks will be. Paula Marr stated that Joe Kos is willing to help us with some of these companies. Trustee Kats stated that we have some vendors that we will want to use again this year. Paula stated that she will be getting information for the web page.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that neighbor in need is looking for volunteers to help with the program, also if you know of somebody that needs help, please call the Village Hall with the information.
