	Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: James Serpico Mary Rhein, Karen Milligan, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats, and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Finance Director Dwayne Fox, Police Chief Mark Micetich, Building Commissioner Bruce Zartler, Village Engineer Mike Spolar and Superintendent of Public Works Wayne Demonbreun.

President Keller asked Clerk Price to read a proclamation for George Kraiss celebrating his 100th birthday on January 11, 2011. George has been a resident in Worth since 1950. The board and residents sang Happy Birthday to George and cake was served. Pictures were taken of George and his family.

President Keller asked Clerk Price to read a proclamation for Park Lawn Awareness.

President Keller thanked Robinson Engineering for having the coat drive for the needy which collected over 1,300 coats that were distributed before Christmas. 

President Keller discussed a beer and wine only liquor license classification. President Keller stated this would be at a reduced cost; Vic’s BBQ is interested in serving beer and wine only. Without any objection, we will direct the attorney to prepare an ordinance for a new liquor license classification.

Clerk Price recognized 2 guests from Park Lawn Charles and Maureen Reilly who has a son at Park Lawn, Clerk Price thanked them for all the hard work that they do for the organization. Clerk Price stated that Park Lawn has a CILA in Worth.


Trustee Serpico stated that the roof top unit needs the heat exchangers replaced at Water’s Edge the cost for repairs $6,250.00. Water’s Edge is continuing with the breakfast specials, it has been a low start Billy Casper will be working on other promotions and will be sending out a mailers and door hangers to all residents promoting the breakfast specials. Tuesday steak night, Friday fish fries and Sunday brunch which made $750.00 in revenues last Sunday. Trustee Serpico highlighted the finances for December, the revenues for December are thousands over budget, and we will need to wait for the expenses which will be in shortly.
Trustee Rhein stated on the consent agenda is to approve the expenditure, not to exceed $3,500.00 from confiscated cash to set up the 2009 Explorer equipment for the patrol division. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Rhein stated that schools will be in session tomorrow and there will be crossing guards at their post. A resident asked where we found the money for the program. Trustee Rhein stated that the school district and the village are sharing the cost of the program. Trustee Rhein stated this is a win-win situation for all involved. Finance Director Fox stated that this saves us money doing it this way we are better off, we would have had to pay unemployment benefits and that would total more than ½ of the program. Lynn Koester asked what will happen at the end of the school year. President Keller stated that it will need to be addressed; the agreement is until the end of the school year. President Keller stated that we have several options for the Fall.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list in the amount of $65,939.57. Trustee Serpico asked about the invoice for Illinois Public Risk Fund for $8,600.00 Finance Director Fox stated that is for workers comp claims from 2006 and 2007 that we are paying back in the amount of $77,000.00 we were self insured and we still have workers comp cases open we had a min max factor and we have met the max, this is a monthly payment. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $15,442.42. Trustee Dziedzic asked about the eliminating the GPS on the carts at the golf course. Trustee Serpico stated that Billy Casper is looking into this and they will be negotiating a new cart lease which is up in March or April, they will be able to get a dynamite price on the cart lease with all the contacts they have, eliminating the GPS could save us $2,700.00 per month. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.



Trustee McElroy stated the Economic Development Committee is meeting on January 20 at Sandpiper at 7 p.m. all businesses are invited.


Trustee Kats submitted the water report for the month of December and the water is safe for consumption, he also announced that public works had a couple of water main breaks. Trustee Kats thanked the public works employees for helping us out. Trustee Kats asked Superintendent Demonbreun to clarify the articles regarding the chromium in the City of Chicago water. Superintendent Demonbreun explained that the levels are within the limits that the EPA sets, these levels are set at a much lower level and it is tested monthly and the water is safe.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is adopt Ordinance 11-01 Placing a Referendum on the April 5, 2011, General Election Ballot Regarding Imposing a Non-Home Rule 1% Sales Tax Rate in the Village of Worth. President Keller stated that the tax may not be imposed on the sale of food that is to be consumed off the premises where it is sold and that has been prepared for immediate consumption and prescription and non prescription medicines that are purchased, this will mean that we will see $350,000.00 this is not quite what we need but it will definitely help us through this economy. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Lynn Koester asked who sets the 1% items that can be taxed. President Keller stated it is by state statue.

President Keller stated that we sell Village vehicle stickers we project there are 10,000 vehicles in our village; we have sold 7,000 stickers the stickers were $41.00 for an 18 month sticker. With the shortage in our police force we were unable to write the tickets on all of these vehicles that have not purchased a ticker. We have hired back 2 of the police officers that were laid off to concentrate on writing tickets they wrote 46 tickets this past weekend and the cost will be $141.00 with the late fees and fine, these officers will be able to protect the streets along with the concentrating on sticker violations. President Keller thanked the police officers, trustee Kats and Trustee Rhein for working on this.

Motion by Trustee Rhein seconded by Trustee McElroy to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.
