	Village President Keller called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: Mary Werner, Jim Serpico, Mary Rhein, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats, and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Police Chief Mark Micetich, Attorney Mike McGrath, Building Commissioner Bruce Zartler, Superintendent of Public Works Wayne Demonbreun and Finance Director Dwayne Fox 

Pledge of Allegiance


President Keller announced the swearing in of a new police officer. Clerk Price administered the oath to Officer Cozzi.

Trustee Rhein stated that Officer Cozzi lives in Chicago and was a part time police officer in Chicago Ridge he will need to do our 12 week field training and then he will be on his own.

President Keller announced the grand opening of GO Fitz July 19.

Clerk Price stated that she had a meeting with Illinois Public Risk Fund Loss Control Consultant regarding claims administration for Workman’s Compensation program. They have implemented some new procedures to file claims and also will be sending a letter with recommendations one which will be to start a safety committee made up of all the departments. Clerk Price will begin working on this recommendation. 

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated July 19 in the amount of $273,409.80. Trustee Werner explained that there are 2 large items in there, 114th place which we already have the money from a grant and the City of Chicago water bill which jumps up substantially in the summer months. Trustee McElroy asked about the $6,000.00 bill for engineering. Trustee McElroy asked about the port a john bill for the flea markets will that come out of the Worth Days fund, Clerk Price answered yes. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $110,962.36. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.
Trustee Werner announced the upcoming meeting for Life Safety Commission the meeting will be held on July 20 at 7 p.m. in the meeting room.

Trustee Serpico announced a promotion at Water’s Edge, 18 holes of golf and a steak dinner for $49.00 Monday – Friday. Senior rounds are up 35%. On June 29 we had 290 rounds of golf in one day. Trustee Serpico stated that are course is in the best shape it has ever been in, we had our second day of 280 rounds of golf. We have outings booked every weekend through October. Trustee Serpico stated that Water’s Edge will be participating as a food vendor at Worth Days. Trustee Serpico stated that the month end for June we had a profit of $74,550.00 after expenses. Trustee Serpico hopes that we can exceed the budget.

Trustee Rhein submitted the June police report. The police department logged 11,456 miles, had 24 arrests in June and had 750 requests for police services.

Trustee Dziedzic asked about stickers and tickets. Trustee Rhein stated stickers were due on your vehicle by July 1, we are now charging a late fee. 

Trustee Rhein stated that the Village of Worth is a cooling center during normal business hours, if you know of anybody that needs checking on, please call our police department.

Trustee Rhein stated this is a big concern to us in the Village; it is called synthetic marijuana being sold at one of our tobacco shops. The police asked the owner to remove the product and he did, this is not illegal. This product can have a dangerous effect on kids. It is known as K2, spiced black mamba, and Iaroma. Trustee Rhein stated that 6 states have banned this product. The side effects are racing heart, hallucinations, anxiety attacks, and panic attacks. Trustee Rhein would like to send letters to our State Representatives and to our Senators to get this product banned in Illinois. The Mayor will draft a letter for the board to sign. President Keller stated that he is sure that the kids call it synthetic marijuana.

Trustee McElroy stated that she had an Economic Development Committee meeting last Thursday and Trinity College attended to discuss assisting the committee with a Community Climate Survey, this is a 2-3 part survey starting in September and ends in December. The committee would like to first survey the residents then work with the businesses. There is no cost to the Village. Trinity will pay for the postage and this is done by graduate students. We are also exploring the online option. The kick off meeting will be September 9th. There is a contract that will need to be signed with Trinity.


Trustee McElroy announced a Village of Worth face book page that is being done by Sharon Noel a volunteer. They will have an information request page for organizations and businesses to fill out. Sharon is working with Tony Ritz are web master so that they can share ideas. It is called Worth Illinois and we have 80 members.

Trustee McElroy thanked Fairplay and the landlord for repairing the parking lot.

Trustee McElroy announced that banners are available for $175.00 and old village street signs are available for $25.00.

Trustee McElroy announced the beautification committee has chosen 40 homes and 7 businesses for the beautification awards. 

Trustee Kats stated on the consent agenda is to award the bid for Nagle Ave from 111th to 107th Street to Crowley Sheppard in the amount of $78,368.25. Trustee Kats asked when they will be able to start the work. Superintendent Demonbreun stated they will be starting very quickly. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Kats stated on the consent agenda is to award the bid for the Salt Dome to Bulk Storage Inc. in the amount of $149,880.00 which is 100% grant money. Trustee Kats stated that public works will be starting on the asphalt floor that will be absorbed by the Village. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Kats announced the new garbage pick up day for the Village. All residents will have garbage pick up on Monday. This will start August 1st; they will send three trucks, recycling, yard waste and garbage on Mondays. Allied will send out letters to all residents.
Trustee Rhein asked about a sticker on the can. Trustee McElroy stated that Palos Heights had notifications on the garbage cans for the residents.

Clarence asked about the lane markings on 107th Oak Park they are not legible. President Keller asked Superintendent Demonbreun to have the summer help paint the markings.

Rocco Carioto asked if the garbage is being picked up in one day is that going to save money for the residents. Trustee Kats stated they already have given us the new toters and they did forego one increase.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is approval to adopt Ordinance 11-18 amending Chapter 3 “Economic Development Commission” of Title 2 “Boards and Commissions” of the Municipal Code of the Village of Worth. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic also asked for volunteers for Worth Days Fest anybody that is interested should contact the Village Hall. 

President Keller asked if we could ban the collection containers. President Keller also asked about putting a limit on them. Attorney McGrath will look into this. Trustee Dziedzic will work on this. 

Motion by Trustee Rhein seconded by Trustee McElroy to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.
