	Village President Keller called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: Mary Werner, Mary Rhein, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats, and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Acting Police Chief Martin Knolmayer, Village Engineer Mike Spolar, Finance Director Dwayne Fox and Superintendent of Public Works Wayne Demonbreun.

Pledge of Allegiance


Nick Stathopoulos asked about tree branches hanging in his yard, the tree belongs to the neighbor. President Keller will meet with Nick to look at the situation. Nick also stated that on 111th Place behind the bank people hang out there asked if we could possibly cut back the brush.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to approve the business license application for Fattoush located at 10700 S. Harlem. Trustee Dziedzic asked if they would be selling liquor, Mousa Awad stated no. President Keller asked about the sign and that it would need to be approved by Commissioner Zartler. Mousa explained that they will have Mediterranean and American food, he will also offer breakfast. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

President Keller asked Clerk Price to read a proclamation proclaiming June 17-19, 2011 as “Welcome Home 2011” in the Village of Worth and urged all residents to recognize the service of our Vietnam, Iraqi and Afghanistan Veterans and those who are currently serving.

President Keller announced the Relay for Life walk for Palos Worth Ridge, to be held at Shepard High School on June 11 and 12. The chairperson is looking for donations of chips, water, soda and raffles. Residents are encouraged to visit this event. 

Clerk Price announced a Memorial Service for Jack Patton a resident of Worth and a Veteran. The Memorial will be on June 11 at 10 a.m. at Our Lady of the Ridge Church. Clerk Price announced that she received this information from his family that lives out of state.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated June 7th in the amount of $113,047.78. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the May payroll in the amount of $223,624.85. Without any objection. This 

will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $54,359.88. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner reminded the residents that the Life Safety meeting is at the village hall on June 15 at 7 p.m.

In the absence of Trustee Serpico, Trustee Rhein stated that Water’s Edge Golf Course hosted there first golf outing on June 4th. The outing was Mayor Howley’s and had 128 golfers and Mayor Howely was very impressed with the condition of the course and the service. There are eleven more outings in the next three weeks. Ladies League starting up June 14th if interested in joining contact Water’s Edge. Trustee Rhein stated that the new menu is doing good, Steak night on Tuesday and Thursday is doing very well. Trustee Rhein thanked Assistant Superintendent Urban, resident Mark of Doornbos and Trustee Serpico for helping out on a holiday weekend to repair the air conditioning at Water’s Edge.

President Keller stated that we have had the lights go out several times at Water’s Edge and would like to look into getting bids for a generator for back up.

Trustee Rhein submitted the May Police monthly report. The Police department logged 12,634 miles in the month of May and responded to 736 service calls which 91 were 911 calls.

Trustee McElroy announced the businesses that have updated their store fronts. Fury Friends and Allstate have a new façade, travel agency striped their parking lot and the Worth Snack Shop had a new awning put up.  Trustee McElroy thanked these businesses for updating.

Trustee McElroy stated that at the Economic Development meeting held on June 9th the commission discussed Welcome to Worth packets. Trustee McElroy announced a survey that will be done by Moraine Valley Community College regarding businesses and services, you will be able to remain anonymous and it is being paid for by the CTA, RTA and IDOT.

Trustee McElroy thanked the beautification committee and public works for the great job with clean up day and planting day. Trustee McElroy stated that the flowers and the watering come out of the beautification fund and some of the watering is being done on their time off. Trustee McElroy announced the beautification awards that will be distributed soon to businesses and homeowners. Trustee McElroy announced that the beautification meeting will be held at the Worth Public Library on June 14 at noon.

President Keller stated that the Fairplay parking lot will be repaired in 
June.

Trustee Kats announced that the water samples were taken and the water is safe for consumption. Trustee Kats stated that the water main breaks have decreased. 

Trustee Kats stated that Public Works employees are working on patching pot holes daily. Trustee Kats also gave an update on the 114th Place street project, the project is grant money and the project is progressing. Trustee Kats asked Superintendent Demonbreun to give an update on Nagle form 107th Street to 111th Street. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that he is working with residents on a daily basis with their concerns. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that is in the process of scheduling a day with our paving company to grind the street, in the next couple of weeks public works will start saw cutting the driveways, packing with stone and the company will grind and pave. 

President Keller asked Trustee Kats and Superintendent Demonbreun to work on a letter regarding cutting grass allies. Public Works is unable to perform this job with the number of employees that we have. 

Trustee Dziedzic asked the board to consider pro rating the business license fees, he spoke about the liquor license fees and how they are pro rated monthly. This will be discussed at the next board meeting.

Trustee Dziedzic announced a REDB meeting for a map amendment to change the zoning from  B1 to B2 to allow for an Auto Sales lot to open at 6655 W. 11th Street. The meeting will take place on June 16th at 7 p.m. at the village hall.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that the Worth Chamber will have a tent at the Worth Days Flea Market that will be held on June 19 & June 26. 

President Keller asked Joe Burke for an update. Joe Burke commented on the marquis advertising and that the vendors are calling. Joe also stated that the Flea Market was in the Reporter paper.

Motion by Trustee Rhein seconded by Trustee McElroy to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.

Herb Moore stated that he received a Long Term Homeowners Exemption in the mail. He questioned if the property taxes were going up.

Nick Stathopolous asked about the crossing guard situation. President Keller stated that Trustee Rhein is working with the School District. 

Isam Samara asked if his business license application was going to be approved he applied on May 18th for a Hookah and coffee shop at 7011 W. 111th Street. Isam explained that the hookah has no nicotine or tobacco. President Keller explained the smoke free ordinance that the Village of Worth adopted. Isam spoke about a business downtown that is using this same product and he was able to get his license reinstated. Trustee Rhein stated that it needs to be a free standing building. Isam stated that he would be the only business in the building. Isam also explained that the State law does not apply to this product, because it contains no nicotine or tobacco. Isam left a package of Hydor Herbal Hookah with the board.

Motion by Trustee Kats second by Trustee McElroy to adjourn into executive session at 7:56 for 2(c)(1) To discuss the appointment, employment, compensation, performance or dismissal of specific employees of the public body or legal counsel for the public body, including hearing testimony on a complaint lodged against an employee of the public body or against legal counsel for the public body to determine its validity. A roll call followed. Ayes: Trustee McElroy, Rhein, Werner, Kats and Dziedzic (6). Nays: (0). Absent: Serpico (1). Abstain: (0). Motion carried.
