	In the absence of the Village President Keller, Village Clerk Price called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: James Serpico Mary Rhein, Karen Milligan, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats, and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Police Chief Mark Micetich, Village Engineer Mike Spolar, Building Commissioner Bruce Zartler, Finance Director Dwayne Fox and Superintendent of Public Works Wayne Demonbreun.

Clerk Price asked for a motion appointing a Village President Pro Temp. Motion by Trustee Kats second by Trustee McElroy to appoint Trustee Rhein as Village President Pro Temp. A roll call followed. Ayes: Trustee Rhein, Serpico, Milligan, McElroy, Kats and Dziedzic (6). Nays: (0). Absent: (0). Motion carried.

Pledge of Allegiance


Village President Pro Temp Rhein introduced Charlie Krump and Jen McNeil they are going to update the Village board on the Harlem Avenue Corridor project. Jen stated the project goes from 63rd Street to the North and I80 to the South on Harlem Avenue. This project is funded by Southwest Conference of Mayors, IDOT, Pace, Metra, CTA and RTA. The project will help with transportation, pedestrian and bicyclist it will also enhance the esthetics and design so that it is more cohesive and it will help communities with economic development. The project will look at safety issues at 111th & Harlem Avenue, historical development, regeneration and new uses, updating comprehensive plans, and zoning issues. The committee will recommend small projects to the municipalities. Trustee McElroy asked about the report that will be online. Jen McNeil responded that it will have the locations of bus stops, land uses and urban design.

Rocco Carioto thanked public works for the quick work of repairing a main break near his home.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the agenda is to approve a business license application for Service Master Janitorial by BAM, located at 11300 S. Ridgeland Avenue, Trustee Dziedzic stated this is an office only. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Village President Pro Temp Rhein stated that President Keller had no report for this evening.

Clerk Price announced the deadlines of registering to vote for the April 5th election is March 8th, 2011, she also stated that Early voting begins March 14th.

Clerk Price announced that the Worth Senior St Patrick’s Day Luncheon is March 10th at the Worth Park District. Tickets are still available by contacting Marge Ramel or one of the other senior commissioners.


Trustee Serpico stated that the food and beverage revenue for February is several thousand over the projected revenue amount. Trustee Serpico stated that the proposed budget will be voted on at the April 6th meeting. Trustee Serpico announced that the halfway house was vandalized again. Trustee Serpico feels that it is not a good idea to allow non-golfers to walk on the golf course. Trustee Serpico stated that the February financials will come out on the 15th of the month.

Trustee Rhein stated that she and Trustee Dziedzic will be meeting with Chief Russell from North Palos Fire Protection District regarding business inspections.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated March 1 in the amount of $174,580.50. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $12,725.03. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that we are reviewing the vehicle sticker ordinance and thanked Clerk Price for getting information. Trustee Milligan stated we will have more information at the March 15th meeting.

Lyn Koester stated that somebody had received a ticket for not having a vehicle sticker; she asked what is the number of vehicles without stickers. Village President Pro Temp Rhein stated that the number is 2,800 but some of these vehicles listed have been sold, junked, the resident has moved out of town, or traded in and they purchased a new vehicle, she stated that she would have a report at the next meeting how many tickets have been written in the last several months.
Trustee McElroy stated the Economic Development Committee met on February 24 at Krapils at 7 p.m. about 20 people attend. She also announced that businesses have the opportunity to advertise on our Village web page. Trustee McElroy announced that we are moving forward with the start up of the new Worth Chamber, all businesses are encouraged to join, there is a meeting on March 8th at 7 p.m. at the Village Hall. Trustee McElroy stated that we are still looking for businesses to participate in the Shop Worth “It’s Worth It” program. This will not cost the resident anything; this offer will be from mid March or April to July. The Economic Development Committee will debut something bigger at Worth Days in August. Businesses can advertise in our Village newsletter the ad space is $40.00. The next Economic Development Committee meeting is going to be held on March 10 at 6:30 p.m. at the Village Hall. 

Trustee McElroy announced the old street signs are on sale, and are being sold for $25.00 each.

Trustee McElroy stated that the beautification committee will meet on March 8th at noon at the Worth Public Library.

Trustee Kats submitted the water report and stated the water is safe for consumption. Trustee Kats stated that the public works is addressing the bad areas on the streets; they are filling the holes with stone until the asphalt plant opens up.

Trustee Kats stated that on the consent agenda is to approve the contract with Spectacular Midways for the Spring Carnival and authorize Village President to execute contract. Trustee McElroy questioned the 4 day bracelet and it was decided that we would not sell the 4 day bracelet for the Spring Carnival. Trustee Kats stated they would be using the same amount of space as last year, the profit was discussed and in 2010 the Village made $4,000.00. It was decided that we would ask Spectacular Midways about the ticket sellers and the port a johns. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Kats stated that on the consent agenda is to approve the contract with Portable John for Worth Days 2011 in the amount of $3,257.00 and authorize Village President to execute contract. Trustee Kats stated they kept the same price as last year. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Village President Pro Temp Rhein asked Trustee Kats to look into a situation with Allied Waste, she said that in her area a garbage truck was driving down Depot Street and driving fast, she states there is no garbage pick up in that area on Tuesday, she believes they may have been avoiding traffic on Harlem, this causes damage to our streets. 

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to approve the recommendations of the REDB meeting regarding the variances located at 7225 Southwest Highway, and to direct the attorney to prepare an ordinance regarding the variances. Village President Pro Temp Rhein questioned the barb wire fencing. Trustee Serpico asked if you can see through the fence. Commissioner Zartler stated that it does have barb wire. Trustee Dziedzic stated that it has the slats so that you cannot see through. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Gene Sikora asked about the environmental issues regarding the gas and oil that were brought up at the REDB meeting for the business located at 7225 Southwest Highway. Commissioner Zartler stated they are plan on asphalting 60% of the property in the Spring when the asphalt companies open up and Public Works Superintendent Demonbreun explained that the State has rules on the thickness of asphalt and so does the Village of Worth. 

Motion by Trustee Serpico seconded by Trustee McElroy to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.
