	Village President Keller called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: James Serpico, Karen Milligan, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats, and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Police Chief Mark Micetich, Village Engineer Mike Spolar, Building Commissioner Bruce Zartler, Finance Director Dwayne Fox and Superintendent of Public Works Wayne Demonbreun.

Pledge of Allegiance


President Keller thanked Jay from Good Fellas Barber Shop for shaving his head for show of support for St Baldricks. President Keller stated that Good Fellas has barber chairs from 1925-1957 that have been re-furbished. 

Dan Feltz stated that he was embarrassed about the article in the paper regarding Chicago Ridge housing our prisoners, some of the trustees from Chicago Ridge questioned if Village of Worth would be able to pay the fees. President Keller stated that he did not read the article, he will look into it, and this is one of the cuts we are looking into to save money.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the agenda is to approve a business license application for:
1. Ankit, located at 11015 S. Harlem, President Keller is not sure if the liquor license has been approved yet. Trustee Dziedzic asked if we could hold off on this until it is approved by the liquor commissioner, this is a change of ownership. 
2. Polish Me Up located at 6946 W. 111th Street. President Keller welcomed the new business to Worth.
3. Snow Cone located at 10730 S. Ridgeland, Tracey the owner would like to sell snow cones and eventually expand to selling ice cream, and this would be a place for families and children to walk to. Trustee Dziedzic stated that she will need to submit a drawing and meet with Commissioner Zartler. 
4. A Center for Martial Arts located at 6856 W. 111th Street. Trustee Dziedzic stated this business is moving form Harlem Avenue to 111th Street. Bob Garza from A Center for Martial Arts announced his re grand opening which will be April 2 & 3. All are invited.
5. Trustee Dziedzic asked resident Joe Staszewski to give some information regarding his proposed business a mobile hot dog cart. Joe stated that he would like to sell at the Boat Launch, Metra lot, Worth Days Vendor and some other events. Trustee McElroy asked where it is stored, Joe stated it is mobile and will be stored at his home. Joe stated that he is working with Cook County Health Inspector.  Joe stated that he has completed the Sanitation class. President Keller asked what certified kitchen he will be using that has a 3 bay sink. Joe stated that is not been confirmed. President Keller asked if he would be charging sales tax and Joe answered yes. Trustee Dziedzic stated that Joe still needs to fill out a business license and wait for correspondence from the MWRD.
Trustee Dziedzic asked that the Polish Me Up and A Center for Martial Arts remain on the consent agenda for approval. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

President Keller announced the Booster Club Arts and Craft fair at A.A. Stagg on March 19th and 20th.

Clerk Price announced that the April 5th meeting will be April 6th due to elections. Clerk Price stated that Early voting runs from March 14th through March 31. Palos Heights City Hall is an early voting polling place. 


Trustee Serpico stated that Water’s Edge is open for golf. Fairways are back in good shape. Trustee Serpico that the Fish Fry is doing very well, a 30 minute wait and Sunday Brunch is picking up. Trustee Serpico announced the opening of the restaurant will be April 3 for full service if the weather stays good and we get some golfers. Water’s Edge is taking reservations for Easter and Mother’s Day Brunch. A new food and beverage manager will be hired they had over 30 applicants. A revised budget went to all trustees and this will be voted on at the April 6th meeting, and I will recommend approving the revised budget. Billy Casper will also be at the April 6th meeting to give a brief overview of the season.

President Keller announced that Trustee Rhein is not here tonight her Mother passed away.  In the absence of Trustee Rhein Trustee Kats submitted the police report.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated March 15 in the amount of $204,146.91. Trustee McElroy questioned the Cook County invoice for health inspections she is asking if that is all of them, do they charge the business or the Village if they need to re-inspect. President Keller asked Commissioner Zartler if 42 is all of them or is there more, Commissioner Zartler stated it is not all of them and they do charge the business for a re-inspection. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $18,166.29. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Milligan stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the payroll for the month of February in the amount of $191,997.96. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee McElroy announced a Resource Fair and Business expo at Moraine Valley on April 7th.

Trustee McElroy stated that the newsletter will have the Shop Worth “It’s Worth It” card in it and the list of participants. This will not cost the resident anything; this offer will be from mid March or April to July. Trustee McElroy stated that we have 18 participants; we do encourage residents to ask businesses that are not participating why and encourage them to sign up. The Economic Development Committee will debut something bigger at Worth Days in August. Businesses can advertise in our Village newsletter the ad space is $40.00 and businesses have the opportunity to advertise on our Village web page. 

Trustee Mcelroy announced a Chamber meeting in April.

Trustee McElroy announced the old street signs are on sale, and are being sold for $25.00 each.

Trustee McElroy stated that the beautification committee will be placing 10 black and yellow benches through out the Village with military names on them. Trustee McElroy stated that Ed Urban and the beautification committee worked on these.

Trustee McElroy announced a Bridal Show at Water’s Edge tomorrow at 6:30 p.m. sponsored Rocco Carioto is putting this together, he is a member of our Economic Committee and it is free admission and a dinner with that. 

Trustee Kats stated that Wayne Demonbreun will explain some guidelines for the chipper service; this is for pruning not for chipping of the entire tree. Superintendent Demonbreun needs to plan for in the event that we do not receive the 1% and if that happens we will have a 3 man crew and will not be able to dedicate all of the employees to the chipper. If you have a service cut down an entire tree please have them remove it. This is a program we have been able to enjoy. Superintendent Demonbreun will have an outline for each of the trustees. We will need to support the programs we do have. President Keller asked Superintendent Demonbreun to put an article in the village newsletter regarding the guidelines of the chipper service.

Trustee Kats stated that we do not have a street program for this year, because of the MFT funds; we spent MFT when doing projects such as Oak Park Avenue and 115th. We will be limited on MFT this year. We will start to fix the streets as needed, Public Works has been using cold patch until the asphalt plant opens up. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that his was a bad winter and the streets show it. Trustee Kats asked about the salt allotment for this year. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that we purchased 800 tons.

Trustee Kats received correspondence form Allied Waste. They would like to extend the contract beyond one year; he is offering some cost savings if we would like to do this. He would hold the increase for 1 year and then he would go to 3.5% after that. Trustee Kats stated that we would need to do this before the bills go out. President Keller asked what there increase has been, Trustee Kats stated 4%. Trustee Kats stated they do give us good service. Trustee Kats stated they need an answer by April 1. President Keller asked trustees to get back to Trustee Kats on that. Trustee Dziedzic asked what the increase was the last year, Trustee Kats stated 4%. President Keller asked Trustee Kats to see if he would be willing to go for two or three years. President Keller asked if it is a big deal to go out for bid. 

Gene Sikora asked a question regarding Worth Days Parade. Gene Sikora stated that the Legion had not been notified yet, and failure to communicate by Paula Marr. President Keller stated that he spoke with Paula Marr on Saturday and she was in contact with Dave Lunsford. Trustee Kats spoke with a lady at the legion and explained we would give her the same dollar amount as last year. President Keller will call Dave tomorrow and thanked Gen for bringing that to our attention.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11-05 approving a variance for the property located at 7225 Southwest Highway. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic and Trustee Rhein met with North and they are working on business inspections. They are asking for an intergovernmental agreement. They use this same agreement with Palos Hills. Trustee Dziedzic asked trustees to look this over and if you have any questions contact him. Trustee Dziedzic would like to have this approved at the next meeting.

Trustee Dziedzic announced the Chamber meeting will be April 12 and Cruise nights will start up on April 4 weather permitting at the Water’s Edge Golf course parking lot. 

Trustee Dziedzic is looking for volunteers for the neighbor in need program; we currently have 6 residents that need help.

Trustee Milligan asked if the wording is correct for the ordinance regarding 7225 Southwest Highway it states home rule on page 3. Trustee Dziedzic would like to hold off on this and we will remove home rule. Trustee Dziedzic asked that be pulled from the consent agenda.

Motion by Trustee McElroy seconded by Trustee Milligan to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.

Trustee Kats moved, second by Trustee Serpico to authorize President Keller to execute the agreement with FOP regarding the proposed Gun Stipend. A roll call followed. Ayes: Trustee Serpico, Milligan, McElroy, Kats and Dziedzic (5). Nays: (0). Absent: Rhein (1). Motion carried.

Trustee Kats moved seconded by Trustee Dziedzic to adjourn the regular meeting at 8:23 p.m. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.
