	Village President Keller called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: James Serpico, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats, Mary Rhein and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Police Chief Mark Micetich, Village Engineer Mike Spolar, Building Commissioner Bruce Zartler, Finance Director Dwayne Fox and Superintendent of Public Works Wayne Demonbreun.

Pledge of Allegiance


President Keller stated that Karen has always had the Village of Worth at heart and thanked her for her dedicated service to the Village. President Keller presented Trustee Milligan with a certificate of appreciation.

President Keller introduced the new Trustee Mary Werner. Clerk Price administered the oath of office to Trustee Mary Werner. 



Roger Wood explained to the Board a program Vehicle Immobilization program that involves booting and towing for outstanding fines that are due to a municipality. Roger explained that his company has been collecting these fines for the Village of Worth since 1994 and has collected $350,000.00 in unpaid citations since that time. The Village of Worth has 800 drivers with multiple outstanding parking and vehicle compliance violations that total collectively $1.1 million, Roger stated that 28% of unpaid tickets belong to Worth residents. In order to participate in this program the Village Board will need to pass an ordinance. City of Oak Forest initiated this program in January 2011, and in the month of February they collected more money than in the past 1½ years, they recovered $30,000.00 in the first month without a single tow. Roger also discussed a program where we would enter into an inter-governmental agreement with other municipalities and if a person has 3 or more tickets in any of the municipalities they can get the boot. Trustee McElroy asked how many towns have adopted the ordinance. Roger stated Oak Forest, Calumet City, Lyons and Riverside have initiated this program so far, most of the municipalities had a boot and tow ordinance but it was set at 5 violations. Trustee McElroy asked if any towns have entered into the inter-governmental agreement, Roger stated no not yet, it would be easy to do, Roger stated more ordinances go with towing than the boot because of the police man power, it is easier to call a tow truck. Trustee McElroy asked if there is a packet or a formal proposal showing the program. Roger stated that we already work with you he also explained a photo recognition system that identifies vehicles by their license plate. Trustee Rhein asked this applies to parking and what else. Roger stated village and compliance violations, one of the items would be village stickers. Trustee Kats asked about Oak Forest, Roger stated they have adopted the ordinance and they have collected $30,000 in revenue without towing. President Keller asked Roger to leave the sample ordinance with Trustee Rhein. 

John Williams, Village Auditor presented the Annual Financial Report for the fiscal year ending April 30, 2010. John went over the management letter with the board and the timeliness of the next audit. He also noted the controls over the Water’s Edge Golf Course activities such as accounts payable and other items would be the second set of eyes for the course. John Williams stated the Village’s cash position form 2008 till 2010, in 2008 it was 1.1 million which is 47 days, in 2009 $340,000 which is 12 days and in 2010 $169,000 which is 6 days. 
John Williams discussed the letter of recommendations an ethics or whistle blower policy should be put in effect, old outstanding check list needs to be addressed, he spoke about the 2005 fixed assts (inventory) and this needs to be updated, he spoke about the new GASB 54 requirements and to adopt a fund balance policy. 

Mike Doeden asked how far back you can go for the violations for the boot and tow. Roger Wood explained the violation stays alive when we receive it, the date we have is 1991. Mike Doeden asked if the company makes a percentage. Roger stated yes a flat commission.

A member of the audience asked if the board would call for a recess to congratulate the new Trustee. President Keller asked for a 5 minute recess at 7:36 p.m.

Meeting reconvened at 7:41 p.m.

Trustee Serpico stated that April’s weather has not been good for Water’s Edge Golf Course we are down 35% in rounds, food and beverage is doing good revenues are up 25%. Trustee Serpico stated that this has been the worst weather in April in 10 years. Golf Course is in great shape. Trustee Serpico introduced the new food and beverage manager Lisa Haney. We served 150 people for Easter Brunch, Fish Fries are doing great and Mother’s Day Brunch is sold out. Jim Tourloukis, General Manager, announced a new program for food and beverage customers called the Grill Card Club, the more you eat the more you save. Trustee Dziedzic asked if they will be doing more dinner items, Jim Tourloukis stated yes we will have more entrees on the new menu. Trustee Rhein stated that there will be 11 entrees that will be introduced more salads with the new menu that will be available May 11th, Trustee Rhein stated that she was impressed with fried chicken entrée and Lisa is going to be doing a very good job preparing the new items. Trustee Serpico stated that he is looking forward to a good season.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the agenda is to approve a business license application for #1 Cuts located at 10714 S. Harlem, Trustee Serpico questioned if he would be renewing his State license as it expires July 31, 2011, the owner stated yes. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the agenda is to approve a business license application for Sweetie Cakes located at 11500 S. Beloit, Trustee Dziedzic introduced Velia the owner. Velia gave her background in culinary skills and accomplishments. She stated that her items will be baked at the Worth Park District and sold at different locations from a truck. Velia stated that she needs to get a business license in order to get insurance. Velia explained that she would use the Worth Park District kitchen, and she will sell at different locations. This is big in City. Velia currently works with a chef that works with Michelle Obama. Velia stated that she will eventually open a pastry shop and would like it to be in Worth. Trustee Werner asked if this is temporary situation, Trustee Werner stated that Busseans Catering is vacant. Velia said she had not looked at it yet but did apply for several grants through the government for businesses for minorities. This will just give me some exposure and I need to juggle my business with my kids. President Keller asked Velia when she says city does she mean Chicago? Velia stated that she will sell wherever she is allowed, she will get a mobile vendors license. Velia stated that she would sell here in Worth if she could get that license. Trustee Serpico asked if she has an agreement with Worth Park District. Velia stated yes but needs to get a business license and insurance. Trustee Werner asked if the hours are ok with the Worth Park District. Velia stated yes. Trustee McElroy asked Bruce and or Trustee Rich when you have a mobile vendor’s license are you able to issue a license without a sanitation license. Commissioner Zartler stated we will need to get a copy of it. Velia stated that she has a sanitation license. Commissioner Zartler asked if she had an Illinois license Velia stated this is an Illinois license. President Keller asked if Commissioner Zartler would like to set up an appointment with her to discuss this further. President Keller asked if she would be charging sales tax, Velia stated absolutely. Trustee Rhein asked if she had a Federal Employee Identification Number. Velia stated yes. Trustee Rhein asked if she has a sales tax number, Velia stated yes. Trustee Rhein stated if you are selling in Chicago and Naperville how will that work with the sales tax. Trustee Rhein stated that each community could have a different sales tax number. Trustee Werner asked if Illinois is an originating State. Trustee Rhein and President Keller stated it is where you sell it so if you sell in Chicago they would get the sales tax. President Keller stated that she would need to keep track of that somehow. President Keller asked Velia to meet with Commissioner Zartler and Trustee Dziedzic to iron some of these things out. Trustee McElroy stated it sounds like a wonderful idea and it sounds similar to an ice cream truck. Trustee McElroy stated that once you get established please contact me to discuss some future help with Economic Development and for help in finding a location. Trustee Dziedzic asked Clerk Price if we receive sales tax from ice cream vendors. Clerk Price responded that she is not sure. Commissioner Zartler stated they pay sales tax but he is not sure who gets a cut of it. Trustee Dziedzic would like to meet with Velia and Commissioner Zartler before this is approved.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the agenda is to approve a business license application for J&J Concessions located at 7341 W. 114th Place. Trustee Dziedzic stated that we are still waiting to hear from MWRD about Joe selling at the boat launch. Joe stated that he is pretty much decided to hold off on that. Joe met with Carlo from the Worth Park District and he is interested in looking into using me for park district events. Joe also spoke with the Cook County Forest Preserve who will also issue a permit. Joe is looking at catering events and other special events. Joe is waiting for his sanitation certificate to come in the mail. Joe is registered with Cook County and will get insurance when he receives the business license. Trustee Rhein asked Bruce if we need to wait for the sanitation license before we issue this. Joe stated that he has the number if Bruce would like it. Bruce stated that we can approve pending the certification. Joe has been in contact with the Cook County Health Department.  Joe stated that he will need a letter from the Worth Park District showing the health department that he is allowed to use their kitchen and a sanitation certificate. Trustee Rhein asked if he would be going down the streets of Worth. Joe stated no and he would like to support his community and would like to see all of the sales tax money go to Worth. Joe was under the impression that this was an originating State for sales tax. Trustee Dziedzic stated pending proof of Sanitation License this will remain on the consent agenda. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda

President Keller read a proclamation for Municipal Clerks week May 1 to May 7, 2011.

President Keller announced his appointments Superintendent of Public Works - Wayne Demonbreun, Assistant Superintendent of Public Works - Ed Urban, Finance Director/Treasurer – Dwayne Fox, Code Enforcement Officer - Sue Murawski, Life Safety Officer - Mike McElroy, Building Commissioner - Bruce Zartler, Legal Firm, Odelson & Sterk, Robinson Engineering – Mike Spolar. Inspectors: Building: Dan Prychitko, Gene Meyers and Ken Koester. Electric: Gene Meyers and Duane Seitz. HVAC: Al Schicht and Charles Everett. Plumbing: Charles Ciolino. Committees: Fair Housing Review Board: Sandy Joiner and Karen Miller (term expires 4/30/2014). Police Pension Board: Steve Sponza (term expires 5/1/2013). Senior Citizens Commission: Joe Burke and Diane Burke (term expires 4/30/2014). Lucas Berg Nature Preserve Commission: Mike McElroy, Adele Benck and Wayne Demonbreun (term expires 5/1/2015). Trustee Werner will serve as Liaison on the Lucas Berg Nature Preserve Commission. Real Estate Development Board: Rocco Carioto and Mary Kumke (term expires 4/30/2016). Without any objection this will be placed on the consent agenda.
Clerk Price announced that she has received the official results of the April 5th election certifying the election.

Clerk Price announced the 2010 Census number is 10,789 this is down from the 2000 Census. Clerk Price thanked former Trustee Zubaty and the census committee for working so hard on the 2010 Census.

Clerk Price stated the Spring Carnival was postponed due to weather, Spectacular Midways will have the carnival on May 12, 13, 14 & 15.


Trustee Rhein announced the clean up for Lucas Berg Nature Preserve on May 7 from 8 a.m. to noon. Children are welcome if you are accompanied by a parent.

Trustee Rhein submitted the April Police Report.

Trustee Serpico stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated May 3rd in the amount of $87,669.96. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Serpico stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $49,030.73. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

President Keller announced that Trustee Werner will chair the finance committee.

Trustee McElroy announced that the Economic Development Committee will meet on May 12 there will be a planner from another town at the meeting to discuss Economic Development in Worth.

Trustee McElroy announced that President Keller and I met with our Metra representative to discuss what they can provide for us. Some of the items were painting the bridge, which they have no plans on doing this at this time. We discussed hanging banners from the viaduct; there response was we cannot hang banners because of the safety issues. We did discuss utilizing the train station for businesses and future business rental opportunities. Trustee Mcelroy did state that Metra is interested in helping us with Worth‘s centennial by dressing up the train station, we will submit some ideas to them.

Trustee McElroy announced the Beautification meeting will be held on May 10 at the Library at noon, the beautification committee will be holding its annual planting day on May 21 and we are looking for volunteers.

Trustee Rhein asked Trustee McElroy what time on May 12, Trustee McElroy stated Economic Development Committee meeting is at 7 p.m.

Trustee Kats stated that the water samples have been tested and safe for consumption. 

Trustee Kats asked Superintendent Demonbreun if we had any contact with Crowley Sheppard to see when the plant will open. Superintendent Demonbreun stated probably mid May, they have limited hours right now. Trustee Kats asked if we heard anything on the 114th Place money. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that we are waiting to receive the IDOT agreement. Trustee Kats stated that the chipper service has started this week.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to award the bid to Tandem Landscaping for landscaping for the Metra property and authorize President Keller to execute agreement. Trustee Dziedzic stated that we received 3 bids and Commissioner Zartler is recommending Tandem Landscaping. Commissioner Zartler stated that they have not raised their fees in 3 years and they do a good job. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated there will be a Real Estate Development Board meeting on May 5th at 7 p.m. the meeting is a for a request for a variance to build within 3’ of the side lot line instead of the required 5’ on the property at 11505 S. Normandy.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance #11-09 Establishing a Tax on the Gross Receipts of Places For Eating in the Village Of Worth, Cook County, Illinois. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Resolution 11-03 Authorizing the Village of Worth to close 111th Street from Ridgeland Avenue to Harlem Avenue on August 7, 2011 for the Worth Days Parade. Without any objection this will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that CBS Outdoor would like to make the billboard at 115th & Ridgeland a digital billboard. Trustee Dziedzic stated that more and more are being converted to digital. President Keller stated he promised to advertise Worth Days Fest and Water’s Edge Golf Course on the bill board; we have approved the one at 107th & Oak Park this one has more residents near by. President Keller asked the board to look at the sign and let the board know of any concerns at the next meeting. Trustee Werner asked if the concern is that the digital is brighter than the one that is there now. President Keller stated it changes. Trustee Dziedzic stated that he went to look at a digital bill board with clear channel and they used a light detector. Trustee Dziedzic stated that the sign that was at 107th was brighter than the digital. Trustee Werner stated that the one that is there is obnoxious. President Keller stated that Mr. Werner had concerns about the bill board not turning off at midnight. President Keller stated this one will go all night. Trustee Rhein asked if it was every 3 seconds that it changed. President Keller stated if you have any concerns to go and look at the one on 107th Street. 

President Keller asked Commissioner Zartler if we have allowed the 3’ variance before. Commissioner Zartler stated yes.

Trustee Dziedzic announced the car show at Water’s Edge Golf Course on Monday night weather permitting.

Trustee Dziedzic spoke about the resident that had a request for a bee hive in his yard Trustee Dziedzic stated the State of Illinois actually regulates bee keepers, nothing out there that states the amount of space you need to have between the hive and other residents. Trustee Dziedzic did talk to the Little Red Schoolhouse and they said the bees are pretty docile, but there is a possibility that somebody could get stung and if you are allergic you would need to have an epipen available, Trustee Dziedzic did visit the resident’s home and did learn that they have a traffic pattern. Trustee Rhein did have a concern that he is too close to his neighbor. Trustee Rhein stated that she has had to use the epipen with family members and she did state that when the resident was here he said he had epipen but they are by prescription and that he would be able to inject somebody, Trustee Rhein stated you have to have your own epipen, they will expire and it is not a good idea for him to administer it. Trustee Rhein thinks it is public safety issue. Trustee Rhein stated it could be potentially hazardous to some of our residents. President Keller asked for a straw pole vote, after much consideration and discussion the board felt that the bee hive would cause some safety concerns to residents. The trustees thanked Trustee Dziedzic for all of his hard work on this. 

Motion by Trustee Rhein seconded by Trustee McElroy to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.
