	Village President Keller called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: Mary Werner, James Serpico, Mary Rhein, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats, and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Police Chief Mark Micetich, Building Commissioner Bruce Zartler, Finance Director Dwayne Fox and Superintendent of Public Works Wayne Demonbreun.

Pledge of Allegiance


President Keller announced a promotion in the Worth Police Department. Trustee Rhein introduced Detective Balsamo and stated that Officer Balsamo has been a police officer for 23 years and for the last 10 years has been a Detective. Detective Balsamo has participated in the Federal Drug Enforcement program for the last 10 years, the village board is very proud of his achievements, Detective Balsamo will be promoted to Sergeant and will be working patrol on the streets, with his knowledge he will utilize his skills with any drug problems we have. Clerk Price administered the oath of office to Sergeant Anthony Balsamo.

President Keller asked for a 5 minute break at 7:07 p.m. to take pictures and have cake and coffee to celebrate the promotion of Sergeant Balsamo. Meeting reconvened at 7:14 p.m.

President Keller introduced Jessica Mitchell of PACE Services. Jessica Mitchell, Community Representative for PACE Suburban Services gave the Village Board an informational packet for PACE Services in the Village of Worth. Jessica Mitchell stated bus routes 384, 385 and 386 run through Worth all 3 are very large generators of ridership, 117 passengers board daily on these routes. PACE also ADA Para-transit Service. PACE offers bus service to U.S. Cellular Field and Soldier Field. Jessica Mitchell stated that the entire Village is covered by Dial A Ride Service, Palos Hills operates one and Worth Township operates the other. Pace advertising shelters revenue is $10,283.01 the Village has 11 PACE ad shelters. Jessica did discuss Vanpool Incentive Program; there is one that operates out of Worth. Jessica also mentioned a Municipal Program Vehicle where the Municipality pays $100.00 per month for the vehicle it allows the community the flexibility to allow municipality to run the service. Jessica thanked the Public Works crew for removing snow where the buses were having problem with the snow on 111th & Natoma. President Keller announced that we have added 2 shelters in 

the last year and we are up to 11. Trustee McElroy asked who a business would contact to advertise on a shelter. Jessica responded they can contact me.

President Keller congratulated Mrs. Stryker and Mrs. Okrzesik teachers from Worth Elementary who were nominated by Trustee McElroy for Illinois History Program Outstanding Contribution. Mrs. Stryker and Mrs. Okrzsik were presented the State Historical Society Award last month.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to approve the following business license: 

1. Cash For Gold located at 7055 W. 111th Street. The owner stated that he owns the building and it has been vacant for awhile. Trustee Dziedzic asked if anything will be changed. Commissioner Zartler asked if this would be considered a pawn shop. The owner stated that he would like to be a pawn shop and could do both at the same time. President Keller stated that we have ordinances so work with Commissioner Zartler if you decide to be a pawn shop. Commissioner Zartler asked if they would need to work with the police department doing business as Cash for Gold. Chief Micetich stated yes if they are a pawn shop. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

2. Right Auto Sales located at 6655 W. 111th Street, Trustee Dziedzic stated that he is a new owner taking over the business from his uncle. Trustee Dziedzic stated that the lot needs to be striped, Commissioner Zartler stated the number of cars is limited to 14 at this time, until the rear of the lot is done. Commissioner Zartler stated that we need the State of Illinois approval. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

3. U.S. Auto Clinic located at 6495 W.111th Street, Trustee Serpico asked about regulations with the EPA, Commissioner Zartler stated the EPA handles all of that. Trustee Serpico asked about proper drainage for the car wash. Commissioner Zartler stated that his building already has that. Trustee Dziedzic asked if this is touch up painting. The owner stated that he has an existing business in Bridgeveiw, he will relocate the equipment and it has been approved by the EPA. Commissioner Zartler asked if the cars are going to be towed to the body shop and how many cars will be in the parking lot, the owner stated a couple and it will not look like a junk yard. Trustee Rhein asked where he will be selling the used tires; the owner stated that they are kept inside placed on old cars. Trustee Rhein asked about the FEIN and sales tax numbers, the owner stated one for each business. The license is pending Building Commissioners approval. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

4. O’Reilly Auto Parts located at 6710 W. 111th Street. Commissioner 

Zartler stated they are ready to go. Trustee Rhein asked why they did not list a principal owner. Trustee Rhein asked if they have any local 
contacts. President Keller asked if the issue with the guard rail has been settled. Commissioner Zartler stated yes. Commissioner Zartler stated that the hours will be great they have Sunday hours which are very convenient. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

5. Pamper World Salon & Spa located at 6909 W. 111th Street. They will be offering total hair care and nails. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

6. A Touch of Grace located at 11403 S. Harlem. Trustee Dziedzic stated that this is a resale shop. The owner stated that she will be donating some of the proceeds to Heart Institute at Hope Hospital. The owner stated that a police officer stopped by and was very nice he was going to place us on the Village web site. Commissioner Zartler asked about the sign. Commissioner Zartler stated that we will need to approve the sign. Trustee Rhein stated that we need the property owners name and address on the application. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee McElroy stated that MVCC has a program that will help new business owners with a business plan and getting started. 

Trustee McElroy also announced business owners can contact her to get information or ads on the Village web site.

President Keller stated that we worked with State Representatives Burke and Cunningham and Senator Maloney to get the 1% non home rule sales tax implemented in July verses January 1, 2012. Revenues will be seen in November. President Keller thanked the Representatives and the Senator for all there help.

President Keller met with the owner of Nickobees in Chicago Ridge and announced that Nickobees will be closing and moving into their banquet facility located in Worth they will be opening in July. President Keller announced we will have another restaurant and lounge in Worth they will also look into having an outdoor patio next year. Commissioner Zartler stated they were out working and he stopped to talk to them. President Keller stated he will need to talk to Commissioner Zartler regarding this.

Clerk Price stated that Private Bank has sent correspondence regarding ACH electronic transactions and at this time we only need one employee to perform ACH, the bank is implementing a security requirement. The Village has the option to keep it the way it is or do a dual receiver for ACH transactions. If we elect to do the dual receiver we will need to add 


another employee for ACH transactions. President Keller asked if we could put another person. Clerk Price stated that we could add Deb Gendusa. Finance Director Fox sees no problem with that. The Village Board agreed. 

Clerk Price stated that she received a FOIA from Jack Kotowski regarding addresses for the municipal cellular sites. Clerk Price asked Superintendent Demonbreun if we just had the 2 sites, located on the Water tower and the tower behind the firehouse. Superintendent Demonbreun agreed.

Clerk Price asked the Village Board if they would approve the idea that the meeting room would be a cooling center, it has been in the past years and the PLOWS Council of Aging was making a list of the cooling centers in this area. The Trustees stated yes the Village of Worth could be a cooling center.

Clerk Price stated that she has received correspondence from Activation Point a local Sprint Nextel business in Worth they would like the opportunity to do business with the Village of Worth again. The board agreed that we should look into this.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated May 17th in the amount of $200,992.30. Trustee McElroy asked about the invoice for AT&T for the agreement for term changes. Finance Director Fox stated that we switched to a cheaper phone company and that is part of our termination charge. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the April payroll in the amount of $184,574.64. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $43,950.42. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner gave some details on the press conference that she had attended last Thursday. Trustee Werner stated that the purpose of the meeting was to get local Mayors, Managers and Trustees together to fight the withholding of the funds that should go to the municipality. In 1969 when the government imposed the income tax it guaranteed municipalities a share of the tax receipts to help fund local services, in the past few years they have been chipping away at it and now they want to take more. We need to get the word out to our residents to send letters and call to let them know how unhappy we are with this idea. This information has gone to the newspapers. President Keller stated they are having a rally in Springfield tomorrow. Trustee Serpico stated they have taken 15% from us already if they take 100% we would need to cut 

again. Finance Director Fox stated that the State of Illinois is famous for paying their bills over 120 days and that is where the cash flow comes in. Finance Director Fox stated that they need to cut like we had to cut. 

Trustee Werner reminded the residents that the Life Safety meeting is at the Village Hall on May 18 at 7 p.m. Trustee Werner stated that clean up day went very well at the Lucas Berg Pit.

Trustee Rhein thanked Oh Boy Pizza, Subway and Windy City for donating the food for clean up day and it was nice to the school age children and the boy scouts out helping. Trustee Rhein stated that there was not as much trash as there was at the fall clean up. Trustee Dziedzic asked if there is anything we can do to get the outside of the fence cleaned up. Trustee Rhein stated that the gentleman from Joan Murphy’s office that they have a swap program that could come out every couple of months and clean up. Trustee Rhein stated that there is a hole in the fence over by Taco Bell she did try to fix it. Trustee Dziedzic stated that we should be able to hold the businesses responsible.

Trustee Serpico stated that the weather has not been that great for golfing. Golf Course is in superb condition, the greens are up to par getting a lot of praise from the golfers on the shape of the course. Trustee Serpico stated that we have an e blast going out to all the golfers that golfed last year; they will be getting a discount due to the condition of the course last year. Trustee Serpico stated that Billy Casper Golf hires secret shoppers and when they visited the Water’s Edge Golf Course, we received a 100%. Trustee Serpico stated that the golf course entered into an agreement with Constellation New Energy and saved 35% on invoices so far this year. Trustee Serpico announced the renovations of the half way house and also a new menu for out there. President Keller asked if the Sprint walkie talkies invoice is a monthly charge or a yearly. Trustee Serpico stated that it is monthly. Trustee Rhein announced the new menu is out at the Water’s Edge. If you visit the web page they are having early bird specials, super twi-light golf that will start at 6 p.m. and hot tee times you can get e-mails regarding the specials by signing up. 

Resident Dan Feltz asked who is responsible for the hill on the east side of Harlem by the golf course it looks terrible. Trustee Serpico stated that we let that grow. Trustee Serpico will take a look at it. 

Trustee Rhein read a letter from Timothy McAllister who thanked the board and police department for beefing up the tickets for speeding on 111th Street; he stated they need to do the same thing on 115th Street.

Trustee Rhein received the City of Oak Forest ordinance from Roger Wood regarding the boot and tow for 3 or more parking tickets, Trustee Rhein asked if the trustees could look this over and will forward a copy to the attorney so that he could prepare an ordinance for our approval. 

Trustee Serpico requested the financial forms from Oak Forest showing 
the revenues that were brought in with the boot and tow. Finance Director Fox will get that. Trustee Kats stated that the gentlemen that spoke from MSI stated that the revenues went up dramatically in Oak Forest when they implemented this ordinance.

Trustee Rhein congratulated Sergeant Balsamo and said he will be a great addition as a Sergeant. He will help with the shifts, and will be able to coordinate with our investigative unit as he has experience with drugs. Trustee Rhein spoke about communities having problems with drugs and the Village of Worth has the same problems.

Trustee McElroy stated that the EDC met with Ivan Baker a planner from Tinley Park and MVCC he gave us a lot of great advice. He explained how to move forward with the economic development plan, she is meeting with MVCC to get some free help possibly an intern to analyze the web site and to make everything user friendly, welcome packet for businesses. Trustee McElroy stated that she forwarded a copy of that to the trustees.  Trustee Mcelroy stated that Trinity Christian College will be coming in to do a survey for the Village. 

Trustee McElroy announced the beautification committee will be holding its annual planting day on May 21 and we are looking for volunteers. Trustee McElroy thanked Public Works for putting out the planters. Trustee McElroy announced the program at the Memorial Veterans this Sunday at 11 a.m.

Resident Dan Felts asked about his tree. Trustee McElroy stated that tree city we may not meet the requirement with our new budget. We will have more information next meeting. Dan stated when they did Oak Park they removed a tree. President Keller stated that we will look for a grant to help pay for trees. 

Trustee Kats stated that we received a $285,000.00 check for a grant for 114th Place. Trustee Kats thanked President Keller for getting that pushed along. Trustee Kats stated that the asphalt plant is open and we can start fixing pot holes. Trustee Kats stated that Superintendent Demonbreun is going to work with Crowley Sheppard to see about help with the paving when they are in town with 114th Place. Trustee Kats stated that we got a partial payment for the salt dome. Superintendent Demonbreun stated we received the first check when we distribute that to a vendor then we can draw more money. President Keller stated that the salt will be stored inside and we can purchase the salt when it is cheap and store it. President Keller asked when we can start on 114th Place and asked Superintendent Demonbreun to send a letter out to the residents to inform them of the construction. Trustee Serpico asked about footings on the salt dome. Trustee Kats stated that it is designed to go on an asphalt base. President Keller stated they do have to dig down. Trustee Kats stated that we have to put the base down. Commissioner 

Zartler asked how you get the salt piled up in there. President Keller 
stated a conveyer belt.

Joe from 114th Place asked what part of 114th Place is being redone. Superintendent Demonbreun stated Harlem to New England. Trustee Kats stated that the area was prone to flooding. Trustee Dziedzic asked about the vacant homes and the grass issues. President Keller stated that Code Enforcement Officer Murawski is addressing it with the landscaper. 

Trustee Dziedzic asked the board if they had any issues with the digital billboard at 115th & Ridgeland. The trustees did not think it was that bright and had no issues with it going digital. President Keller stated that the one by Krapil’s is vacant. Commissioner Zartler stated that one is going digital also. President Keller hopes CBS that hey did not get the streets mixed up. Trustee Rhein asked about the contract and will we get free advertising for Water’s Edge and Worth Days. Trustee Dziedzic stated that President Keller and I will be working on this with our Attorney.

Motion by Trustee Rhein seconded by Trustee Kats to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.

A roll call followed. Ayes: Trustee Serpico, Werner, Rhein, McElroy, Kats and Dziedzic (6). Nays: (0). Absent: (0). Motion carried.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that 4 members of the Real Estate Development Board were present we needed 5 for a quorum and nobody realized it. In the audience were the petitioners, Trustee Kats, Trustee Werner, myself and Commissioner Zartler. They had some discussion and some questions were asked. Commissioner Zartler had no problems with the request. The Real Estate Development Board recommendation was to approve the variance and to recommend to the Village Board. President Keller spoke with the attorney and he had no problem if we want to pass this. President Keller stated that the REDB recommends and the board approves it. Trustee Dziedzic stated that we usually have 5’ from the lot line they would like to put a sidewalk there. Trustee Dziedzic stated that nobody had a problem with it. Trustee Werner asked if it is the sidewalk or a garage. Trustee Werner asked if we talked to the neighbors. Trustee Dziedzic stated that we did everything that we were suppose to do. Trustee Werner asked if we are opening the door. Trustee Serpico stated that this is a case by case basis. Trustee Serpico stated that the email states that the garage is going to be closer. Trustee Dziedzic stated that the building will be 3’ then the sidewalk will be next to that.
Trustee Kats seconded by Trustee Serpico to direct the village attorney to prepare an ordinance approving the REDB recommendation for the variance located at 11505 S. Normandy. A roll call followed.
