	President Keller called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: Mary Werner, Jim Serpico, Mary Rhein, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Village Engineer Mike Spolar, Police Chief Mark Micetich, Attorney Mike McGrath and Building Commissioner Bruce Zartler.

Pledge of Allegiance


President Keller asked for a moment of silence for the recent loss of our loved ones Gene Murawski and Dan Prychitko.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that we have one business license application to review. Approve business license for The Worx at 11016 S. Worth Avenue. Trustee Dziedzic asked the owner Todd McGillivray if this would be office use only, Todd stated yes. Trustee Dziedzic asked if the address listed is his place of residency, Todd stated that he rents. Trustee Dziedzic asked if about vehicles, Todd stated he would have a station wagon. Trustee Rhein asked about the hours of operation Todd stated it will be on call. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda. 

Auditor John Williams from Hearne and Associates stated that the audit went very smooth and the audit will be filed with the State of Illinois on time this year, things were ready for us. Mr. Williams went over the auditors communication with those charged with governance. John stated that there were no difficulties this year, the journal adjustments were in agreement with everybody. John went over the auditor’s recommendations or deficiencies. They would like to see controls over the golf coursed done monthly basis rather than a yearly basis and a capital asset inventory this was done several years ago when GASB 34 was implemented; we recommend an inventory of its capital assets. President Keller stated that this could cost between $5,000.00 and $10,000.00. John is recommending that the village implement various policies to ensure internal controls over its financial reporting and processing. Specifically recommended by the Government Officers Association that every government establish policies and procedures to encourage and facilitate the reporting of fraud or abuse and questionable accounting practices Some of the Internal Control would be to pass an ethics policy and hot line and whistle blower policies. John stated that the village has not had an actuary report completed for the Police Pension since April 2009 and Fire Pension Plan since April, 2008. We recommend that the Village review obtain a current actuary report for its pension plans. President Keller stated this which could cost between $2,000.00 and $5,000.000 per plan. John went over cash balances in April 2008 we were at 47 days cash on hand, in 2009 12 days cash on hand, in 2010 6 days cash on hand and at the end of April 2011 we are at 9 days cash on hand we are looking better. John stated that the Village continues to address its financial challenges by reviewing its revenue sources and controlling its expenses and encourages the Village to continue its diligence in this effort. John made the board aware of a standard for 2012 GASB 54, this statement will change governmental fund financial statements this will be effective for the Village’s April 30, 2012 financial statements. Trustee Dziedzic asked about the cash on hand for 9 days, John stated in 2010 we had the liability for North Palos Fire Protection District.

John went over the Financial Statements. There is a positive trend. Expenditures went down by $400,000.00, Street and Bridge decreased by $238,000.00, General Fund remained under budget $350.000.00 this is a positive direction. Trustee Serpico asked about trends in other municipalities, John stated that they are starting to see that trend this depends on the size of the government.

President Keller stated that John Williams is available for questions.

President Keller announced a breakfast with Legislatures this Friday at Belvedere Chateau in Palos Hills, all board members are welcome.

President Keller stated that Finance Director Dwayne Fox is looking into refinancing the bonds that are at 5% and 6% with the new expenditures for the public works building, the roof alone is $75,000.00 this would save the Village $72,000.00 because of the 2% or 3% interest rate. We will be adding $200,000.00 more but only pay $127,000 back. President Keller stated that if you have any questions contact Dwayne Fox.

President Keller stated that Dan Prychitko our building inspector passed away and will be missed. Dan worked as building inspector for the Village for over 10 years. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

President Keller appointed Ed Shilka as building inspector with the advice and consent of the board of trustees. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Clerk Price announced that Palos Township residents have until November 15to file a property tax assessment appeal application This can be done at the Palos Township office at 10802 S. Roberts Road.

Clerk Price stated that Mayor Straz invited Palos Hills, Hickory Hills and Worth to be part of the Palos Heights Cable Access Channel on Comcast Cable Channel 4. She attended a meeting with the Ron Jankowski producer and director of Palos Heights Channel 4. They have a volunteer staff of 10-12 volunteers, they highlight local interest, they will upkeep and maintain the current bulleting board notices at no cost to the Village of Worth. There will be a letter of agreement sent to all 3 towns for approval. Trustee McElroy asked about a request form, Clerk Price stated yes for the community bulletin we would email him, we would also need to request a camera person for other events such as tree lighting or the Worth Days Parade.

Clerk Price stated that the Metra snow removal bids were opened on October 13, 2011 at 11 a.m., we had 7 bids. The Bid will be awarded to Beary Landscaping for snow removal and ice control for the Metra Lots. His quote was 0-2: is $280.00, 2-4” $330.00, 4-6” $395.00, 6” and above is $515.00, slating the lots $274.00 and salting the walks is $94.00. The Village of Worth does supply the salt. Beary Landscaping provided us with 5 references. Clerk Price will work with Beary Landscaping regarding the certificate of insurance. Superintendent Demonbreun spoke with Beary Landscaping to make sure that he knew that is for all of the lots. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that we have a list of write offs that are very old; the recommendation from Finance Director Fox is to write off the unpaid accounts receivables in the amount of $2,070.21. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated October 18 in the amount of $381,621.50. Trustee Werner stated that the largest payment was for 114th Place which we got a grant for the salt dome which we also had a grant for. Trustee Dziedzic asked about the Com Ed equipment invoice. Clerk Price stated that it was paid out of MFT funds. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that we don not rent anything form Com Ed. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the September payroll in the amount of $230,945.31. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $85,751.52. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that the Life Safety Committee will meet on Wednesday October 19 at 7 p.m.

Trustee Werner announced the Lucas Berg clean up will be October 29 at 9 a.m.

Trustee Serpico stated that September financial revenues were down 15% to budget. September profits were $19,000.00. October is up 42% from last year and up 17% to budget. Water’s Edge will continue to promote the restaurant they will be adding a Sunday brunch and breakfast will be served throughout the winter. 

Trustee Serpico stated that we are waiting on the bids for the carts.

Trustee Rhein submitted the monthly police report they logged 12,300 miles, had 789 requests for police services and made 26 arrests in the month of September $4,697.00 collected in the adjudication program.

Trustee McElroy stated that the survey is online and in the newsletter, this is in regards to the businesses in Worth. The results should be in at the end of November.

Trustee McElroy stated that the Beautification Committee is starting  an adopt a pot for next year we also had a guest form Mid America to discuss flowers for next year planting program.

Trustee Kats, stated that the water was tested on September 27 and were found safe for consumption.

Trustee Kats announced that the salt dome was finished and we will be getting the salt in soon. 

Trustee Kats stated that public works building got a new roof. President Keller stated that he inspector we hired for the roofing project caught the roofers using the wrong fasteners and how it was being fastened. This was a good investment for us as we are not roofers and might not have caught these errors. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that the inspector shared with us today that he saved us some money for some of the panels that did not need to be replaced Superintendent Demonbreun is not sure what the savings will be at this time.

Clarence asked where we get our water from the Mayor of Chicago is looking for a big increase. Trustee Kats stated Chicago. The resident was questioning the increase that Chicago is talking about. Trustee Kats stated that if Chicago raises their water rates the Village of Worth will need to do the same.

Trustee Dziedzic is looking for volunteers for the neighbor in need program.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Resolution 11-04 - 2011 Community Development Block Grant Program for the Village of Worth. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to adopt Ordinance 11-27 - Amending Title 1 of the Village Code. Trustee Werner asked that this be pulled from the consent agenda, Trustee Werner thought we would discuss the year to date budget before approving this. President Keller stated that Finance Director Fox did not get any questions.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to Adopt Ordinance 11-28 - Approving a variance for the property located at 7352 W. 111th Place in the Village of Worth. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

A resident asked about 11th & Ridgeland, President Keller stated that the developer is testing the soil and they will move forward with the sale at this time they are talking to people to see what will go in there.

Motion by Trustee Rhein seconded by Trustee Dziedzic to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.

Clerk Price stated that you can always call the office and pay at night or the next day. Steve asked if Metra sets the fines. President Keller stated no the Village of Worth sets the fines in by ordinance.

Motion by Trustee Rhein second by Trustee Serpico to adjourn into executive session at 8:12 p.m. for 2(c)(1) to discuss the appointment, employment, compensation, performance or dismissal of specific employees of the public body or legal counsel for the public body, including hearing testimony on a complaint lodged against an employee of the public body or against legal counsel for the public body to determine its validity and 2(c)(2) Collective negotiating matters between the public body and its employees or their representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees.
