Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Village Engineer Mike Spolar, Police Chief Mark Micetich, Building Commissioner Bruce Zartler, and Finance Director Dwayne Fox

President Keller announced that we have a Sergeant Ed Mangan who is retiring after 22 years of service; unfortunately he has another job so he was unable to make it tonight. President Keller stated that he was definitely an old school officer and we will miss him. Acting Chief Micetich stated that he party will be November 5. Trustee Rhein stated that Ed was very dedicated and we wish him well.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that we have two business license applications to review. The first is Mint Condition located at 6608 W. 111th Street. Michelle stated that she will do skin care. Commissioner Zartler stated any type of work that you are doing will need permits. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda. Billy Casper can get very good pricing and the new carts would be $800.00 - $1,000.00 cheaper per month than the current prices, they will be brand new carts and the lease will be for 3 years. Trustee Serpico stated that he will get back to the board in the next week with more details.

Trustee Rhein announced that Worth School District board has signed the agreement sharing the cost of the crossing guard program with the Village of Worth.

Trustee McElroy also stated that public works will be replacing the doors at the recreation center and on the Metra Station. Trustee McElroy stated that they are working on the billboard at the public works building.
