	President Keller called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.

Roll call indicated that the following trustees were present: Mary Werner, Jim Serpico, Mary Rhein, Colleen McElroy, Pete Kats and Rich Dziedzic. Also in attendance at the meeting were Village Clerk Bonnie Price, Police Chief Marty Knolmayer, Superintendent Wayne Demonbreun, Building Commissioner Bruce Zartler, and Finance Director Dwayne Fox.

Trustee Dziedzic stated that on the consent agenda is to approve two businesses. The first business is Kam’s Auto Diesel & Performance Inc. located at 6445 W. 111th Street and Taqueria Inc., located at 10637 S. Harlem 

Trustee Dziedzic introduced Sam who would like to open a business in
the Alpike Building. Trustee Dziedzic explained that Sam would like to have a patio in the rear of the building where the parking spaces are for smoking. There will be no smoking inside. Sam proposed that he would remove the storage units and put in a concrete slab, he will serve snacks inside.  President Keller stated that he law is no smoking within 15’ from the door. Sam stated the area is 40’ x 25’. President Keller asked that Sam put the plans on paper. Trustee Rhein questioned the proximity to residents. Sam stated at least 80’. Trustee Serpico questioned parking and patrons walking in the alley. Trustee Serpico asked if this would be fenced in. President Keller asked about lattice fencing. Trustee Dziedzic worried about the noise level. The board will wait for plans and discuss further.

President Keller thanked North Palos Fire Protection District, Worth Police Department and the Worth Building Department for their hard work on the fire that occurred on Saturday.

Clerk Price stated that effective January 1, 2012 all elected and appointed members of a public body have one year to complete the electronic FOIA/OMA training on the Attorney General’s website.

Clerk Price reminded all elected and appointed officials that they will need to fill out the statement of economic interest paperwork. This can be done online.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of the bill list dated January 3 in the amount of $250,829.42. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of Water’s Edge bill list in the amount of $122,625.79. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Werner stated that on the consent agenda is the approval of November payroll in the amount of $293,812.26. Without any objection. This will remain on the consent agenda.

Trustee Serpico stated that Water’s Edge had a record December with over 400 rounds of golf, and eight private Christmas parties. Breakfast with Santa served 101 guests. Trustee Serpico announced starting January 13 Friday night will be Fish Fry at the Water’s Edge from 4-9 p.m. all you can eat for $10.00 and Sunday Brunch from 9 – 2 p.m. all you can eat $ 10.00. Trustee Serpico that the Water’s Edge Golf Course paid the small bond payment of $106,000.00 and that will be paid off in 2012.  Trustee Serpico stated that they had a small fire on hole # 4. 

Trustee Rhein discussed some other problems at the golf course on holes #11 and #12. Trustee Rhein stated that if you see anything you should call the police, there is a $500.00 reward if they make an arrest for vandalism or theft. 

Trustee Serpico stated that he saw 3 kids on bikes on the course and spotted a broken flag in the sand trap. 

Trustee Rhein announced a new law that went into effect January 1, 2012 regarding seat belts, passengers in the back seat must wear seat belts the fine is $25.00 and up.

Trustee Rhein thanked North Palos Fire Protection District, Worth Police Department and the Building Department for their hard work on the fire that occurred on Saturday at Canton Express. Trustee Rhein stated that the fire investigative unit was there and once the scene was processed by the insurance company the building was taken down. Trustee Rhein read a press release from Chief Knolmayer regarding the investigation of the fire at Canton Express.

Trustee McElroy stated that the Economic Development Commission will meet on January 12 at 7 p.m. at the Village Hall. Trustee McElroy stated that at the next meeting we will announce the winners of the holiday lights 

Trustee Kats submitted the water report for December the water is safe for consumption. Trustee Kats announced that we have had no main breaks. Trustee Kats stated that we had to do a 2 hour call out to salt the other morning. 

A resident questioned where the water samples are taken form. Superintendent Demonbreun stated that we have 10 sites that have been approved by the EPA; these sites are businesses and homes.

Trustee Dziedzic gave an update regarding Friends Café. Commissioner Zartler, Amy the owner and I met and discussed parking for the proposed sports bar. President Keller is concerned about using private parking at S&S what if the business is sold or changes owners. Trustee Dziedzic discussed valet parking and the concern with traffic being so close to the intersection and the firehouse. Trustee Werner stated that if the parking lot is full and you turn in you would need to back out onto 111th Street. Trustee Dziedzic also discussed using the Metra lot parking. Trustee Kats asked if they have approached the bank to see if they would be willing to sell the property next to them or allow her to pave it. Trustee Kats is opposed to borrowing parking form another business. Trustee Serpico is concerned with traffic issues. President Keller discussed the smoking ordinance regarding no smoking 15’ from the entrance. 

Gene Sikoro stated that by allowing another bar it will take away business from the others.

Motion by Trustee Rhein seconded by Trustee Kats to establish the consent agenda. A voice vote followed. Motion carried.
